The following letter on a subject that is

intcresting alike to all Patrons has been
addressed to Grand President C. A.
Mallory, of the Patrons of Industry, at

Warkworth, Ont.:
Dear Sir and Brother,—Allow me to re-

mind you that the House of Commons at
Ottawa has, by its vote, refused to grant

the prayer of our petition for the repeal of
the duty on binder twine, etc., and that
now is the time to bring that matter before
the order in general, as the time is at
hand when we tarmers must make arrange-
ments for our twine for the coming harvest;
and as we will have to pay at least 25 per
cent. more than we ought for this year’s
supply, I think it would be most opportune
to send a circular to each member of the
order, placing the matter before him and
urging him to drop party politice, and vote
only for the men pledged to afford farmers
legislative relief, whether they be members
of our order or not. The men representing
rural constituencies who voted to maintain
the duty should be taught a losson they will
not forget. By our votes we can teach
them that our just demands must be com-
plied with or they will be retired to private
life and deserved oblivion. In your ad-
dress to the order at Arthur last winter
you stated that “‘the order was intensely
political.” Now is the time to prove the
truth of your assertion by issuing a mani-
festo thav will ring throughout the Do-
minion and raise such a storm that the
Premier will soon be our humble servant.
We have right, we have justice, we have
self-preservation on cur side, and we have
the power, if we can be but areused to
demand our rights like freemen. You also
stated here that as farmers we had never
asked for anything from the Government.
