STEAD THANKS GOD FOR DE-

FEAT.

Wm, T. Stead, lecturing in London
vesterday, said he thanked God that
Germany and Europe were bolu
enough to call baby murder crime.
‘‘Compared with England's conduct,”
he exclaimed, “Herod's slaughter of
the innocents was saintlike. Great
Britain ought to be beaten in this un-
just war. In the American war we
employed redsking, just as we have
locsed Kaffirs against the Boers, and,
thank God, we were beaten.”

A SERIOUS AFFAIR.

Late dispatches from South Africa
show that the recent fighting near
Villiersdorp, southwest of Standerton,
as to which Lord Kitchener reported
nothing beyond the fact that Com-
| mandant Buys had been captured after
| attacking a patrol of 100 railway
. Pioneers, was really a serious affair.
It seems that Grobelaar's commando
! succeeded in surrounding and captur-
' Ing a British force of 100 British Cape
| railway pioneers. Subsequently Col.
{ Rimington came up with reinforce-
| ments, and after heavy fighting com-
pelled the Boers to retire and to re-
lease their prisoners. The British
{ losses included Major Fisher killed,
. and three officers wounded. The casgsu-
alties among the men have not yet
been reported.

CLEARING THE HIGH VELDT.

Pretoria, Nov. 23.—There ig consid-
erable improvement in the military
situation. The lines of blockhouses
are pushing back the Boers from the
railways. A large area, covering about
{ one-third of the high velt, with
Johannesburg as a center, has finally
been completely cleared. The British
columns are working on forces they
| see outside the blockhouse lines, and

]they are gradually pushing forward.
4Their‘ progress recently has been very
{ rapid. The time is approaching when
the high veldt will be eclear of Boers.
Similar work is being carried out in
i the Orange River Colony, and is prov-
{ ing successful in the scheme of bring-
ing the war to a close. ' Thig will en-
able the reduction of the transport as
well as the lines of the bases for the
columns in Cape Colony. The eastern
provinces are almost clear of the
Boers. Gen. French’'s columns have
driven them about and attritioned the
j commandoes of Fouche and Lyburgh
| until they have almost disappeared,
| and the whole center of the colony is
{ clear. In the western provinces the in-
vading "bands are also diminishing.

GOVERNMENT DEFENDED.

FURNISHED KHAKI TO BOERS.

Brussels, Nov. 24.—With regard to the
departure from Pretoria of the Dutch
consul-general, it is stated that he was
chairman of a committee formed for
supplying burghers on parole with
clothes. This committee, as was proved
at the Broeksma trial, furnished
burghers on parole with khaki uni-
forms, thus enabling them to pass the
Eritish lines. It was not proved that
the consul had any knowledge of this,
but the military authorities urged the
home government to ask the Dutch
Government to instruct its representa-
tive to be more careful in future.

On the other hand, complaints have
been made by a Dutchman alleging

The Wuarburg
Veterans' Society has issued a warning
against attaching too great importanoce
to one man’s utterance,
WONT BE MOLLIFIED.

The press discussions of Anglo-Ger-
man relations have been maultiplied
through the publication of a letter
from Mr. Chamberlain’s Secretary, the
North German Gazette’s declaration
regarding this incident, and the British
press expressions on the subject. The
letter is pronounced here to be qQuite
unsatisfactory. The papers note that
Mr. Chamberlain takes nothing back.
The Cologne Volks Zeitung says the
letter is another insult, and the papers
generally reject the assumption that
the anti-British movement is artificial.
The Cologne Volks Zeitung points out
that the movement is as spontanecus
as it is possible to imagine, adding
that the government has tried by every
means to suppress it, but has failed
to do so. Other papers describe the
movement &s being the most remark-
able of its kind ever witnessed. The
Liberal organs like the Tageblatt and
Vossische Zeitung try to prove that
the movement is directed exclusively
against Mr. Chemberlain gnd not
against Great Britain. But the
{ Frankfurter Zeitung admits that Ger-
| man patriotic feeling has been inflamed
in an unmistakable manner against
Great Britain.

ONE CAUSE OF FRICTION.

The paper asserts that it was un-
part of Mr.
Chamberlain to give fresh nourish-
ment to this feeling, and says Mr.

| Frankfurter Zeitung admits that part
i of the cause of this friction is to be
 found on German soil. It says the
movement here expresses the general
i want of confidence in the management
of Germany’s foreign policy, which is
looked upon as being lacking in stead-
iness and power, and as acting by fits
and starts. It regrets that public
opinion regards itself as the corrector
of the government's policy, saying
that if the government had rightly
gauged the movement at the start it
could have farestalled it by a timely
utterance. Nevertheless, the paper
concludes that the Chamberlain matter
has made too much noise in Germany.
