CRIMINAL STATISTICS

Ontario  Furnished Forty-two Per

Cent of Total Amount of Crime,

Ottawa, April 4.—Details of criminal
the year ending Sept.
1907, the latest returns available,
tabled in Parliament last week.
The blue book shows that during the
year there were 11,204
and 2,010 convictions for
offenses in the several provinces, an
increase of ten and a hal: per cent
Oof charges, and twelve and a half per
cent of convictions as compared with
the preceding year.

Ontario furnished 42
total amount of crime, Quebec 22 per
cent, and Manitoba 10. In Manitoba
15 per cent of the total number con-
victed were females, in Ontario 5 per
cent, and in Quebec and Nova Scotia
3 per cent.

The number of young offenders in-
creased from 782 in 1906 to 1,004 in
1907, or 28.20 per cent.

There were charges and 8
victions for murder in 1907, and
charges and 32 convictions for
tempt to commit murder and
manslaughter.

By religion, 32 per cent were Roman
Catholics, 13 per cent Anglicians, 8
per cent Methodists, 7 per cent Pres-
byterians and 3 per cent Baptists.

KAISER SENDS FLOWERS
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Orders Roosevelt’s Cabin on the Ham-
burg Decorated With Carnations.

Naples, April 4. — The people of
Naples are showing great interest in
the arrival of ex-President Roosevelt.
