Exeter Methodists Pass Resolution
Against Toronto’s New Track.

Exeter, Sept. 27.—The Exeter Meth-
odist district meeting has passed the
following resolution:

“Moved by Rev. C. P. Wells, second-
ed by Mr. George D. Stanley, and re-
solved, that the Exeter district of the

London Conference of the Methodist
Church of Canada, having learned of
the issua of a charter to the Metro-
politan Racing Assoclation, regret ex-
ceedingly such action on the part of
the department of the secretary of
state, inasmuch as gambling is now
legal during a race meet on the race
course of an incorporated association.
We are assured that this charter con-
fers facilities for gambling which are
inimical to the business, moral and
public interests of our Dominion, and
which will make our land the training
ground of gamblers of the lowest type
that cannot now operate in many
states of the republic to the south of
us because driven out by the stringent
laws which have there been enacted.

“We respectfully but urgently call
upon the secretary of state to cancel
the clharter at the earliest possible
moment

“We further wish to urge upon the
Dominion Parliament at its next ses-
slon, as far as the prerogatives will
permit, to settle once and for all the
question of race track and all other
forms of gambling and make such
practices illegal.”
