Colonel Brady, of the United States
naval commission which investigated
the destruction of the warship Maine
in the harbor of Havana, on Feb. 14,

| and the United States.

Hitherto it has been the be-
that the explosion was due to
either an internal defect or a Spanish
conspiracy.

While the episode undoubtedly has-
tened the Spanish-American war, it
evident that the United States
was heading in that direction. The
great majority of Americans were
honestly convinced that Spanish rule
in Cukbka was a cruel tyranny—as it
realiy was—and that it was the moral
duty the United States to end it.
That their motives were humanitarian
shown in the grant to Cuba of
complete independence. But many of
them are no doubt now ashamed of the
use made of the incident in Havana
harbor. The nation stampeded
into a declaration of war before any
proper inquiry was made. “Remember
the Maine!” became the battle-cry of
the country. It was gut into the mouth
of the people by William Randolph
Hearst. His yellow journals forced
the unwilling hand of McKinley. What
would have been regarded today pure-
ly as a war of deliverance was degrad-
ed into a war of vengeance, far
as jingoes of the Hearst type could
make it so.
