Wocdstock’s Reception.

On the arrival of Sir Wiifrid's train
shortly after 1 o'clock, he was met
by Mr. Nesbitt and two score automo-
biles. gaily decorated for the oc-
casion. The Liberal leader and his
colleagues were iatreduced to prom-
inent citizens, and the party were
escorted to the residence of Mr.
Nesbitt. Here a short reception was
held, and then the :peakers were
taken to Grittin's Opera House. The
streets were gaily festooned with
‘bunting and flags. Banners in large
pumbers were stretched across the
streets, and bore e¢loguent testimony
to the warmth of the greeting to the
leader. The opera bhouse was filled
to suffocation in a short time. Hours

Torch-Light Parade.

The torch-light procession was un-
doubtedly one of the real featureg of
the occasion. The procession is fast
dying out in Canada as a means of
encouraging political sentiment, it was
claimed, but apparently it is still po-
tent. It was formed near the Grand
Trunk depot, and the delegates march-
ed up town. The procession formed at
Sir Wilfrid's private car at the G. T.
R. There were five crack bands in
the parade, and there was no lack of
music. There must have beemn more
than forty automobiles in it, making
progress very siow. Demonstration all
along the line greeted the Liberal
leader, and he, was compelied to con-
tinuously doff his cap. Sir Wiilrid
went .to the rink first, while Hon. Mr.
Graham and Heon. Mr. Fisher took the
platform of the Opera House to hold
the fort until he arrived.

He pleaded for no divisions
in Canada, The East should deal fzir-
ly with the West. .. The easterner had
railway facilities and close. markets.
The West had not the railway faciii-
ties needed, and had not the markets
they should  have. Canadian-made
goods were finding markets, the Gov-
ernment looking after that very care-
fully. - A market for Canadian-grown
goods was just as. important, and
every effort should be made to pro-
cure that for the West. The latter had
not been fairly dealt with,

Sir Wilfrid@ arrived at the opera
house shortly after 10 o’clock, to com-
mence his fifth and last speech of the
day. He wag visibly tired by his
strenuous . exertions, but he threw
himself inte the task wtih amazing
enthusiasm and again discussed the
8reat issues.

METHODISTS DISCUSS
THE SINEWS OF WAR

The Home Mission Committee
Recommends Grants of

Nearly $300,000.

[Canadian Press.] :

Brantford, Oet. 4. — The chief busi-
ness of the general board of missiens
of the Methodist Church this morning
related to the very important question
of the sinews of war for missionary
operations, both in the home and the
foreign fields, The committees on ap-
propriations for home and foreign work
both made their reports and each call-
ed forth ling and earnest discussion.
The home commitiee recommended
grants that totalled $275,159.50, to be
useq exclusively in work in the Do-
minion angd Newfoundland.
; This appropriation calls for an increase
'nm the proportion of the income used for
iome work of $8,126.50.

The qu.estion of the salarieg of home
missionaries was somewhat warmly dis-
\fussp.d. The recommendation that these
salaries remain ag last Vvear, namely $800
a2 year for married men in Ontario and
t{m east, $850 in the west, and $475 for
fingle men in the east and $500 in the
west, was criticized, and the suggestion

for an Increase strongly urged by many
memlers. i

The question was deferred for further
discussion,

'The committee on . foreign appropria-
aions recommended grants for the pres-
ent yvear’'s operations, in all amounting to
$243,482, This sum exceeds the avail-
able income of the present year by $23,-
661. The Rev. Dr, Shore, general sec-
retary of foreign missions, intimated
that he feared the condition of the in-
come would not allow for the sending
out of any new missionaries to China
and Japan during the present year.

An interesting feature of the session
was the visit of a deputation from the
Woman’s Missionary Society, headed by
the president, Mrs. W. E. Ross, of Ham-
ilton, and the president of the Montreal
branch, Mrs. Willlams, Mrs. Ross re-
ported an income from the woman’'s so-
ciety of $167,436, which is an increase of
over 320,000 over the previoug vear. Re-
ferring to the work being dong in the
city of Montreal, she called for a de-
cided forward movement in the mission
work of Methodism in that city.

STARTLING CHARGE
BY PROSECUTOR

Declares the McNamaras Had
Control of the Police
at Peoria, ll.

SAYS FINANCES JUGGLED

Charged That Ironworkers’ Funds
Were Used in Connection With
Dynamiting Jobs.

Indianapolis, Ind., Oct. 4. — Extracts
from a little green check book, in
which the executive board of the In-
ternational Association of Bridge and
Structural Ironworkers is charged
with having kept an account of money
paid out for dynamiting jobs, were
read at the trial of the defendants,
in the “dynamite cases,” today.

District Attorney Charles W. Miller
told the jury that the executive Imardf
met regularly and appropriated money
for the expense of explosives. The
money, he asserted, was paid by
checks signed by President Frank M.
Ryan. One of the stubs read: “Ex-
pended for organization purposes,
$233," at Clinton, Iowa.” It would be
shown, Mr. Miller said, that Ortie Mc-
Manigal was paid that sum for an ex-
plosion at Clinton, and that the
whole system of explosions through-
out the country was carried on with
the approval and support of the offi-
cials and executive board of the
union.”

Prosecutor’s Charges.

“We will show,” said Mr. Miller,
“that the finances of the Irenworkers’
Union were juggled so that the funds
were used for buying explosives. Mec-
Namara wrote to Ryan suggesting
that the censtitutional provision for
publishing the accounts in the union
magazine be suspended, that no out-
sider might learn what was done with
the money. Ryan put it up 1o the
union’s executive board, which sent
out a cirgular letter announcing it
was considered wise to suspend pub-
licationfl. This shows the executive
board members to be parties to the
conspiracy. Before a strike was called
there were no explosions, but as soon
as it was called they began”

MOUCH FREIGHT LOST
IN SOUTHAMPTON FIRE
