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To Can Veal.
Dear Miss Grey,—Just a few lines in 

reply to inquiry of "Peg o' My Heart” 
In regard to canning veal.

Have never canned any veal, but I 
would think it would be all right put 
up as I described the canning of beef, 
only as veal is young and tender it 
would not need to be boiled so long.

We once butchered a calf about, nine 
months old, and I canned the veal 
and it was just as good as the beef. 
Have also canned fowl, and find it 
keeps, and old hens especially make 
nice tender meat done that way.

“Victoria" asks about the treatment 
of Easter lilies. This last November 
when planting narcissus and hyacinth 
bulbs, I planted an Easter lily bulb 
and treated it the same as the other 
bulbs (like you described in March 21 
paper).

White corduroy velvet can be 

washed with white part of washing. In 
the ordinary way, and boiled if neces­
sary, only don't wring from bluing or 
last water. Shake well to raise pile be­
fore putting In rinse water. If tinted 
cream, put a little cold coffee In rinse 
water. Put wrong side out over a 
cloth-covered coat hanger, pin on se­
curely with safety pins, and hang 
hanger to clothesline. I bend hook so it 
can’t get loose. A skin with belt can 
be secured to coat hanger, knotting 
hook through belt and pinning securely.

For colored corduroy, wash as you 
would colored clothing, being careful not 
to get lint on. Better strain water If 
washed after white clothes, or use fresh 
water.

Corduroy can be worn and washed as 
often as soiled—several times In a sum­
mer. If well shook out will look like 
new each time.

February 6.

February 20.

And just here I would like to point 
out what many warm-hearted givers 
may not have quite realized.

Everybody wants to know that their 
parcels reach their destination—per­
fectly natural desire. Most of us are 
eager for a letter from the recipient 
himself. One parcel contained gifts 
from eleven individuals, with names 
attached to each.

In the case of a friendless prisoner, 
that’s charming. I am sure that he 
greatly enjoys writing to each one In 
turn. I am sure I would, if I were 
interned! But In the case of a prisoner 
with anxious friends, it's cruel.

Prisoners are allowed to write one 
letter and one postcard each fortnight. I 
Lance-Corp. Watt has received fifty 
parcels In January. Many of these !
were from his own people, an even j 
greater number from friends, or other ! 
generous folk, who sent, through him, 
to the men at Camp Stendal.

If ’IBob" writes a letter to you, * 
thanking you for your parcel, he must 
wait another two weeks before he writes 
to his mother. That means a month 
between his letters. And sometimes 
the letters are delayed.

Now, Just think that over. And If 
you are sending to anyone who has ; 
friends, ask him to say, in his home I 
letter, that the parcel from you has | 
arrived. And if you hear from any | 
prisoner, whose friends and relatives, 
you know—even if you don’t know them, 
but only their names and addresses— 
don’t delay in passing on whatever word 
you have received.

Anybody’s heart goes out in response 
to the “sorrowful sighing of the pris­
oners.” One can hardly hear to think | 
about the prisoners’ parents.
