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The formal openings have already taken place 
in Paris and have confirmed the tendencies that 
have been hinted at earlier. Sleeves are an import­
ant feature and skirtlines are just slightly longer, 
and waistlines posed slightly higher, but devel­
oped in a straight silhouette, are the chief notes. 
As regards line, sleeves are in narrower treatments.
