A VERY PLEASANT OUTING

Undertaken by the Natural tot»- Society to 
Cadboro Bay—Interesting Inspections.

AMERICAN NEWS.A pleasant trip to Cadboro Bay was 
made on Saturday last by the Bri 
Columbia Naturalists' Society, when 
they held the first of what they will in 
future call their “Field days.”

The party, which was under the 
leadership of Mr. Joseph Deans, viewed 
with interest the old Indian, burial 
ground. Another source of pleasure was 
the inspection of the cairns, of which 
there are several hundreds within the 
limits of the Hudson* Bay Co.’s pro­
perty. They are all arranged .at equal 
intervals, and by their present appear­
ance, half-covered as they are with wild 
vegetation, foliage and accumulations of 
earth, give evidence of being very an­
cient. The history, or alleged history, 
attaching to these cairns is somewhat 
quaint, but there is, of course, consid­
erable legend mixed up with it. 
Their age is not definitely nor 
approximately known, and Mr. Deans, 
who has paid a good deal of attention to 
the matter, was unable to throw any 
light on it in the way of infor­
mation for the >arty. Several of the 
graves were opened with no better re­
sults, the contents found being simply 
charred wood and bone, florae of the 
larger cairns wera constructed in the 
form of a double circle, and as human 
remains were discovered in the outer 
enclosure it was presumed that the in­
ner or central space had served as a 
sort of crematory to consume the bodies 
of the chiefs, while the usual death of­
fering of slàves had been burned in the 
outer space. Mr. Deans showed the 
members a hill of sacrifice, in connec­
tion with, which he narrated several le­
gends. He also conducted the party to 
a limestone ledge where he had found 
traces of arcrinites.

Capt. Devereaux examined numerous 
boulders, some consisting of rooks 
from strata underlying the Nanaimo 
coal formations, and explained the rela­
tionship of these and the ice striae with 
the ancient glacier of' the Straits of 
Georgia.

The day was cold and windy apd 
favorable for both flowers and insects ;

trip was experienced.

BURNED TO THE WATER-LINE,

An Unknown Schooner Seen in Flames 
in the Straits.

The steamer Michigan arrived at 
Port Townsend from Portland on Tues­
day evening, and her captain reported 
that about 3 o’clock in the afternoon he 
saw a schooner some distance off, his 
attention being directed to her bjrUne 
of his crew, who noticed smoke issuing 
from the vessel.
