A FAMOUS DUELIST.

Tales of Alex. K. McClung, Once the Ter.
H ror of the Mississippi.

Thirty-five years ago the name of
Alexander K. McClung was known an d
feared all over the State of Mississippi,
8ays the 8t. Louis (3lobe-Democrat. 1k
had eome out of the Mexican war wit
a dangerous wound, received at t‘
storming of Monterey, while at th
head of his regiment; he had killeg
several men in street emcounters ang
under the eruel code duello, and he was
known as a man of dauntless courage
and imperious temper.  Few men of his
day entered life with fairer prospects
of achieving an honorable and enduring
fame. In some respects he was a nat.
nral ““Admirable Crichton” among men,
He was possessed of a magnif
ecent physique, and 'was a born soldier
poet, orator; but he died before his
splendid gifts had hardly begun to ger-
minate.

The curious lover of reminiscences
has only to broach the subject of ‘M-

incidents of the desperado-duelist’s do-
ings. OccasionaMy they were of a hu-
morous charaeter. Upon one occasion
Colonel McClung became enraged at an
acquaintance in a public place, but in-
stead of sending the usual forma)
, e kicked the offending
party out of the front door. A short
time after this, at another public place,
McClung saw the same person kick an-
other man out the door. Very much
amused and now in a good humor, the
duelist pleasantly called attention to
the coincidence between this and their
own reconter.

“That's all right, Colonel McClung,”
retorted the kicked kicker, ‘‘you and ]
know .who to kick.”

Tradition says he never'quailed be-
fore danger or seemed to’ be satisfied
with t.he eourage of his antagonist ex-
cept upon one occasion. - Having passed
a challenge, the offender chose bowie
knives in a dark room. Each wasto
fake his stand in an opposite corner,
when, upon a given signal, the seconds
were to extinguish the lights, lock the
door and retire; then the two were to
meet and eut till one or both were
killed or satisfied. Knowing McClung
to be expert with pistol, sword and
knpife, the challenged party remained

DOt perfectly still in his corner, while the

“despérado went plunging around in the
dark like a madman, hacking and slash-
ing as if in close encounter. Finally,
after several minutes of this terrific
test of the nervous system; unable to
find his antagonist, yet feeling con-
scious that he himself ‘was in mortal
danger; it is said his courage for the time
failed him, and the hero of a dozen des-
perate fights stopped short and cried
out: “Where dre you?” and demanded
that the door be opened. He was satis-
ified. When the lights were restored
Colonel McClung was white as a sheet.
Upon another: occasion he made an
insulting remark to a little fellow whom
he '¢ould almost have carried around
upon his shonlder, for physical strength

One evening when
calling he mnoticed that she seemed
nervous and agitated. He understood
why when a heavy step sounded along
the corridor and a brisk knock came on

‘the door, which had been hurriedly

closed by the lady. The knock was

'followed by a gruff voice demanding

admission. The fair one explained to the
Colonel that they were both in imminent
peril, as the gentleman on the outside
was a river captain who came to town
‘periodically and insisted much against

. | her will on visiting her.
