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WEI-HAI-WEI CAPTURED.

Jupanese Attack on Chefoo—A Severe
Engagement Still in
Progress.

F§o Trouble Between Chinese and U. S.
Naval Officers—Great
Exeitement.

Lowpor, Feb 8 —A dispatch from Chefoo
this afternoon says the. Japanese have car-
ried the positions at Wei-Hai-Wel and have
saptured or sunk the whole of the Chinese
northern fleet, The Japanesse during the
night of Monday last, February 4, cleared
Wei-Hai-Wel barbor of all torpedoes and
submarine mines by the skilful use of small
torpedo and steam lauunches from the war-
ships, with which the small oraft grappled
for and cut the wires connecting the sub-
marine mines with the shore. When the
dangerous obstructions were removed the
Japanese torpedo boats made a splendid
dash for the harbor and attacked the
Chinese fleet: with such skill that the battle-
ship Ting Yuen was sunk. These tactics
were ocontinued during the night of February
5, and, a8 reported, the Chen Yuen, Lai
Yuen and other Chinese warships were
blown up snd the remainder of the Chinese
flees were captured. Following up this
splendid sucocess, the J completed
the capture of Wei-Hal-Wel yesterdsy by
landing a large force and seizing the islan
of Kung Tao, which has made a gallant de-
fenoe against heavy odds.

At daybreak on Sunday the Japanese fleet
epened fire on the Lsukungtao forts, which
replied vigorously. The bombardment be-
came terrific. The first Japanese division,
including the flagship, directed its force
against the eastern island batteries, while
she second division shelled Fort Sehip. The
Chinese fleet sBoon came to the assistance of
the forts. The Ting Yuen used her guns
without ¢ ffect, but sucoseded in diverting
some of the Japanese fire from the forts to
herself. The Lai Yuen, a smaller ship, also
fought well. There were many casualties.
Two Chinese gunboats also aseisted but were
not badly damaged. These four vessels
fougho desperately until dark, when the fic-
ing ceased on both sides. The Chinese forts,
especially Fort Sehip, suffered immense
damage. The Chinese fire towards evening
indicated that the guns were disabled, that
the gunners were kiiled, or that ammunition
was becoming scarce. The sea was rough
on Sunday, but, fearing that the Chinese
would endeavor to esgape, the Japanese
flset did not seek sheltef, remaining to block
the exits from the harbor. .

During the night the Japanese learned
from a prisoner who had been captured
ashore that Admiral Ting, the Chinese
naval commander, had ordered the captains
of the yarious ships to remain inside the
harbor, evan if the islands should be cap-
tured, and to endeavor to destroy the Japsn-
ese fleet. Every officer was ordered to re-
main at his post until the last, under pain
of dishonor or death.- The bombardment
was resumed to-day, Sunday’s operations
being repeated, The fire from Fort Sehip
ocontinued weakly. The Chinese ‘men-of.
war were 80 repeatedly and badly hit that
their guns were handled with difficulty and
with less spirit.

Toward the close of the fight the great
battle ships Ting Yuen and Chen Yuen
were disabled. - They: gradually settled
down and foundered, amid the shouts of the
Japanese both ‘on' the landt and sea.”

PROMINENT AMERICANS

Their Government Wiil Fully Investi-
gate the Evidence Before Per-
mitting the Execution.

Wma_ron, Feb. 8 —President Cleve.
lind to-day transmitted to congress the ap-
pended important communications on the
latest development of the Hawalian situa-
tion. The documents referred to show a
more serious condition of affairs than re-
vealed by the press telegrams. Minister
Willis says :

% The revolt was over on the 9th Janu-
ary, the casualties being—Government, ones
Royalists, two, The court-martial convened
on the 17th has tried 38 cases, and there
are 200 more to be tried, while further ar-
rests are being made daily.
