In Ireland, where no
fight against tuberculosis had yet been
made, the death. rate from consunip-
tion -was increasing at;the rate of 15
per cent. Dr. Fagan stated that he
had recently recelved a Treport from
Northumberland on the work aecom-
plished in ' the -tuberculosis hospital
there, which had afforded him much
gratification. The report stated -that
60 per cent. of the hospital’s advanced
cases_were in a healthy condition and
able to attend io their ordinary duties.
In these hospitals the doctor states
the treatment is carried out by means
of fresh air, food and rest and exer-
cise, the latter under expert super-
vision. The speaker pointed out the
great need of a place for the proper
care of consumptive patients. He stat-
ed that the hospitalst were, refusing
patients right ‘along.
