CAUSE OF THE CRIME.

‘John Byron, Aged 53, Stabs John Wade,
Agéd 23, to Death—The Result of &
Quarrel and a Drunken Pilgrimage to
the, City—Fmployes on the New Asylum
Cottages—The Victim Literally Bleeds
to Death—Arrest of the Murderer After
He Has Had & Sound Night’s Sleep—
_Opening an Inquest.

IMICO village wasthe scenaofa
* shocking murder shortly after
midnight yesterday m ., the
=0T victim being John Wade, aged 23,
employed as a carpenter on the new asylum
cottages, and his slayer, John Byron, aged
55, a foréman of the gang of men engaged in
laying the waterworks in the same building,
* The ‘two men, ‘with a number of others,
. visited Toronto. Saturday afternoon and
spent their time in making the rounds of the
saloons. Al imbibed freely and when
they boarded the 11 o'clock Grand Trunk

train were all in various stages of intpxi- -

‘cation, It was observed by the police at the
depdt that Byron and Wade were dispating
about something, but they boarded the train
allright. Shortly after the express had left
Toronto, however, the dispute was resumed,
and Byron struck Wade. Ths latter made
no attempt to retaliate, but is understood to
have threatendd to ‘‘get even” later on.
Upou alighting at Mimico the party started
up the line towards the Lake Shore-road,
where the majority of them board
with Mrs. McNeill. They bad only pro-
ceeded about 250 Y to a point
a short distance west of what is known as
“Church-road crossing,” when Byron, who
was following behind Wade, staggered up
against him. Wade turned around and
struck Byron, knocking him down. The
Iatter jumped to his feet and rushed toward
Wade with an open jackknife in hir hand.
The blade of this he plunged into Wade's
neck. The weapon entered below and a short
distance forward- from the left ear and ex-
tended almost to the front of the neck, sever-
ing the r vein and inflicting a gash
into which three fingers of the hand could be
placed. :

It Was an Awful Wound.

“] cannot co.npare it to anything but the
wound made by a butcher in sticking a pig or
sheep,” said a u: + 'who saw the remains.

After plunging the knife in the victim’s
neck Byron must have drawn it forward and
downward, as the wound was nearly three
inches in len_ b,

Robert Kemp, who was one of Wade’s com-
ganions, saw the open knife in Byron’s hand

but was unable to prevent the tragedy, so
rapid were the murderer’s movements, al-
though he was very drunk.

The spot where the murder occurred is close
to a culvert and only a short distance from
the semaphore. fter the affray Wade
called out, “Pm st%hed,;’a:: on a c?.?;

The victim was carried back tothe station,
one of his late companions meanwhile hurry-
ing to Dr. Olver’s. An uninterrupted trail of
arterial fluid marks the ties over which the
wounded man was carried and when the
depot was reached it had ceased to flow, for
the reason that the fount was dry—almost
every drop of blood had issued from the gap-
ing orifice in the neck. .

Died Befo\re the Doctor Arrived.

‘Within two minutes of Dr. Olver’s arrival
‘Wade was a corpse.

Byron meantime proceeded up the track,
no attempt being made to detain him. He
arrived at his boarding house and went to
bed. Yesterday morning he arose and ate
his breakfast as usual, making no mention
of the affray of the night before, and was
apparently in his usual spirits, At 10 o’clock
in the morning, however, Mr. Wingfield,
J.P., issued a warrant for Byron's arrest and
he was taken into custody by Constable
Hickey. The prisoner, who had made no
attempt at flight, claimed that he knew
nothing about the affair, and when told of the
grave nature of the offence with which he
was charged burst into tears. He several
times reiterated his previous assertion that
he knew nothing concerning the rhurder.

LoxpoN, March 22.—All of the London
newspapers unite in commendation of the
tact displayed by the Prince of Wales in his
reply to the Kaiser’s toast at the Imperial
vanquet in Berlin last night, in ignoring the
reterence made by the Emperor to the union
of English and-German fleets. An allusion
to the remark of the Kaiser on the subject in
his acknowledgement of the conspicuous
courtesies extended to bim might have been
pardonable, in view of the marked cordiality
of his reception, but the diplomatic tact for
which the Prinee is famous stood him in good
stead as preventing him from compromising
himself or his country at a critical juncture.

A Serious Riot at St. Petersburg.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 23.—The students
of the University and the Academy of Agri-
enlture engaged in a serious riot here Friday. |
The students insist upon the restoration of |
the liberal regulations of 1863, and the re-
fusal of the authorities to comply with their |
demand led to the outbreak. Five hundred
students were arrested and imprisoned.
Troops rd the streets in the vicinity of the
university and all traffic in the neighborhood
is stopped. The newspapers make no men-
tion of the disturbances.

Th: students’ :g'tation has extended to the
universities of Kieff and Charkoff. In all
700 students have been arrested. It is pro-
bable the St. Petersburg University will be
closed.

WHICH ONE SHOULD RULE GERMANY

The Sovereign Chooses and Bismarck Dis-
appears—A New Empire Under a New
Ruler—Grave Fears for the Future—
The Triple Alliance Likely to be Trans-
formed from a League of Peace into an
Instrument of War—European Markets
Shaken—The Peace of the World De-
pendent on a Boy’s Will. -

EW YORK, March 23.--Mr. G. W.
Smalley cables The Tribune from
London: The real question at issue
between William and Bismarck

was which of them should rule Germany.
Long sinee Prince Bismarck said, “Prince
William will be his own chancellor.” He de-
tected—it was not even then difficult to detect
—the masterful spirit of the young Prince,be-
tween whom and the throne there were then
two lives. The prophecy has come true, per-
haps a little sooner than its author expected.
Others, too, have seen the crash coming.
“The next chancellor crisis,” said a well
known diplomatist last autumn, ‘“will be the
last.” Nor is. Prince Bismarck the man for
half-measures. He would either govern
Germany or not govern it, and his loyalty to
his Sovereign is such that he would leave it
absolutely to his Sovereign to choose be-
tween these two alternatives. The Sov-
ereign has chosen and the Chancellor dis-
appears.

That is the real truth, It is the simplest
solution which .is“the right one. He who
created the German Empire and bore sway
over it from the hour of its birth till now,
has vanished. Yesterday there was a Prince
Bismarck. To-day there is only a Duke of
Lauenburg. Yesterday Germany—the Ger-

man can predict what the day may bring
forth. The first specific danger is the weaken-
ing of the Triple Alljance.

It hasbeen a
league of peace;it may become an instru-
ment of war. The German Emperor is be-
fore all things a soldier; he is credited with
vast ambitions; and his first act is to choose
a soldier to conduct his negotiations with
Europe.
The War Lord Let Loose.

1f General von Caprivi wege really Prince
Bismarck’s successor, the choice would be
ominousindeed. But Priyice Bismarck leaves
no successor, The title of his great office
may pass to another, but to transfer his
authority in Europe, his prestige, his un-
rivaled tact, his experience, his command-
ing influence, is beyond the power of the
Emperor. General von Caprivi is reported
to be able, versatile and in business.
But he with whom Europe has now to deal
is not General von Caprivi, but the Emperor.
Youth succeeds to age, the soldier to the
statesman, the hereditary to the-chosen ruler.
For 25 years the will of Prince Bismarck
has been the most powerful factor in Europe.
Yes; but it was an instructed and rational
will, a force wielded with an ever-present
sense 'of responsibility,

The will of the boy-Emperor, what is that?
‘Who knows? Force of character he has,
courage he has; but who answers for: his
prudence, and what is an experience of 18
months? What all men see that he is
imperious, domineering, arbitrary even be-
yond the ordinary ohenzollern measure;
and they ask mornfully, What has he ever
said or done that sounds or seems like a

rantee of peace ¢! True, in one of his two
arewell letters to the t Minister whom
he dismisses to private life he has a phrase
for peace. *'I am resolved,” says the Em-
peror, ‘“‘to take as the inspiration of my
action your wise, energetic and pacific
policy.”

It is a phrase for which Europe is rfot uu-
gnteful. But there has been an emperor

fore now who said that. his empire was
ace. What is best in these imperial re-
scripts is their acknowledgement of Prince
Bismarck’s services. Seldom has a sovereign
bowed so low before a subject. Never was
any reverence better deserved. The duke-
dom of Lauenburg, a field-marshalship of the
German army, imperial ho! e to him who
put the imperial crown on the rst and great-
est German emperor's head, these are al
worthy of the Emperor and worthy of Princ
Bismarck. But it is the grave fear of Euroj
for the future, which Prince Bismarck is nc
to guide, that is the loftiest homage of ali
It the admission that his incomparable
genius has been beneficent even when it
wrought in blood and iron.

FORCED TO RESIGN.

The Emperor Interfered With Ministerial
Responsibility.

BerLIN, March 22.—The North German
Gazette to-hight supplies some much-desired
light on the causes leading to Prince Bis-
marck’s resignation, seizing the occasion to
contradict the statement of the Hamburg cor-
respondent that before the late crisis reached
its climax the Chancellor had already made
application for leave to resign and had with-
drawn it and endeavored to reconcile him-
self to the situation but without success.
