The Result of the Tour.
“We found,” said Aid. Saunders, “that 

the cost of bringing in ice will not be so 
largo as estimated by some of us, the 
average amount each brewery puts in being 
from 2000 to 2500 tons a year. We didn't 
get a guzzle in any of the breweries,” added 
the worthy alderman with a laugh.

The committee held a special meeting at 
4.30 p.m. Aid. Graham presided and 
there were present Aid. Bailey, Small, 
Leslie, Saunders, Burns, Orr, the Mayor 
and Medical Health Officer Allen.

“1 am pleased to «ee all my members 
present,” gleefully remarked the chairman, 
jubbing his hands together as pc took his 
chair.

Aid. Leslie wanted to get a report of the 
result of the committee’s morning tour be­
fore he could intelligently vote on the 
question.

Dr. Allen said that the system in vogue 
in a couple of the breweries was found to 
be absolutely perfect, but in other 
places he thought there was danger. “I find 
that some of the breweries are delivering 
ice around to their customers, 
some of the conditions are inimical to the 
health of the employes.

The Mayor’s Firm Stand.
The Mayor; I think it is a pity that we 

have to send outside for ice, thus depriving 
a good many of employment here during 
the winter months. But, at the same time, 
I don’t feel like taking upon myself the re­
sponsibility of cutting ice on Toronto Bay.

Aid. Leslie: You, Mr. Mayor, last year 
championed the cause of the brewers and 
icemen, and I want to ask you, Dr. Allen 
and the chairman, if as a result of the pri­
vilege then accorded, you have discovered 
anything detrimental to the public health? 
Or is it because of the trend of public opin­
ion that your views hare changed?

His Worship said his private opinions 
had not changed, but that in view of Dr. 
Allen’s strong report he felt it Was best 
that the cutting of ice on Toronto Bay 
should be prohibited.

The Thin End of the Wedge.
Aid. Lamb moved the adoption of the re­

port, adding a rider to the effect that, in 
order to prevent a monopoly, the Medical 
Health Officer be empowered to permit ice 
being cot on Toronto Bay under such con­
ditions as he may consider advisable.

Aid. Small and Leslie wanted Ashbridge’s 
Bay added.

Aid. Lamb: Then what you have beep 
saying for years about the terrible condi­
tion of Ashbridge’s Bay is not 
[Laughter.]
. Aid. Small and Leslie in chorus; O, it’s 
all right in the winter! [Renewed laughter.]

Aid. Orr said that Dr. Burgess, one of 
the largest practitioners in the East End, 
had told him that the water in Small’s pond 
was infinitely worse than Toronto Bay. 
“And I believe he is right.”
