Canoeing Oa Toronto)May.

Editor World: In your edition of Monday 
you published an interview with Mr. Edward 

Hanlan in reference to canoeing on Toronto 
Bay. I wish to contradict statements made 
by him, and which I consider are very niis-> 
leading. If Mr. Haulan would just stop aud 
think he would not make such statements. 
In the first place, to my knowledge in the 
last 12 years, and very little canoeing was 
done before that, only one fatal accident 
occurred on Toronto Bay, and that only u 
few weeks ago. About two years ago a 
canoe upset and later events proved fatal, 
but not the fault of the canoe. The accident 
in Humber Bay a short time ago did not 
happen in Toronto Bay, and had it been a 
skiff likely the same thing would have oc­
curred. Anyone crossing the bay at any 
time of day can see more canoes thau boats, 
aud ask any of the boatmen—they all say 
canoes are more in demand thau 
skiffs and, considering the number in use 
every day and no accidents to speak of, is a 
flat denial of Mr. Haulan’s statement, while 
most of the accidents that happen are from 
careless handling of boats. Ask any canoeist 
and he will say be would rather go out in a 
canoe in rough weather than in a boat. 
What are known as the Rice Lake model will 
Stand most any sea with safety, and that 
model is the most used around Toronto. I 
think Mr. Hanlan should be careful before 
speaking as he does, as he is treading on tpe 
tender spot of hundred» and disparaging a 
craft which, if properly handled, is much 
more safe than the ordinary rowboat in use 
on Toronto Bay.
