To-
ronto consumes, according to Statistic-
ian Blue, $12,000,000 of farm produce,
or twice as much as is sent to the
States.

Necessaries of Life Are All Frce.

The protection in the United States
is thirty or forty per cent. higher than
that in Canada. We said we would
get in and provide a remedy.

If the Liberals came
into power to-day, what would they
do? If they removed the duties . they
would destroy all the industries in
Canada.

As these are not produced here, a duty
would be a direct tax. The protective
policy makes the necessaries of life
not produced in the country
and raw material free.

We reduced the duty on wallpaper 40
cents, coal oil 300 per cent., iron slabs,
etc., $4 per ton, bar iron $3 per ton,
iron sheets, 17 to 20 gauge, 3-4 per
cent., scythes, ete., about 20 per cent.,
agricultural implements 15 per cent. The
last was not necessary, as the Canadia:

farmer gets a cheaper binder than any |

other. On barb wire fencing 1-2,
stamped tin 20 per cent., cotton, seam-
less bags, 25 per scent.; yet they call
us the restrictionists; yet we are main-
taining the poli¢y of protection.
Constant Opposition te Progress.

Go back 4f years. What was the duty
then ? In 1850, when this country was
poor, and the people unable to pay
taxes, the average rate of duty was
141-2 per cent. In the last year the
duty was 15 per cent, just an increase
of 1-2 per cent. t

What have we done in those years?
We have met with constant opposition.

FISHER'S MOTION ANTAGONIZED BY
THE GOVERNMENT,

Non-Interference by the Dominion the Onf¥
Way to End the Agitation, Says Provin.
cial Secretary Cameron—D'Alton Mc-
Carthy at Peterboro Speaks in the Same
Strain—Catholic Opinion,

Winnipeg, Feb. 21.—Jameés Fisher, in
the Manitoba Legiglature, this after-
noon, moved his resolution regarding
Separate schools, which affiymed that the
Legislature , “is ready to consider the
grievances referred to, with a view to
providing reasonable relief, while maif-
taining, as far as possible econsistent
with that object, the principles of the
present act in their general application.”
Mr. Fisher pleaded for adoption of this
resolution, on the grounds that.it would
take the question out of Dominion poli-
tics and prevent all further strife and
bitterness. It was, however, opposed by
the Government, ouly the Opposition sup-
porting it. «

Fisher’s Motion Unacceptable.

Hon. J.. D. Tameron, Provincial
Secretary, was interviewed in re-
gard %o the position the Mamito-
ba Government will take on the resolu-
tion introduced by James Fisher, M.L.A.

Mr. Cameron sympathized with Mr.
Fisber's object, but plainly intimated
that the Government could net accept his
resolution. Mr. Cameron understood the
proposed resolution to ask the House to
investigate grievances, but the Govern-
ment was not prepared to admit that
any injustice had been done, and it had
not been stated by the Privy Couneil
that such had been done.

“The minority would not,” Mr. Cam-
eron said, “accept an investigation by
the Legislature that had passed the
Act, nor would any legislation based on
the system in force in Ontario be accept-
able,

Wil1 Stand By Its Act.

“The G@Government is determined to
stand by its School Act, and will resist
to the utmost any interference from out-
side,” said Mr. Camerom.

“To resist any such political action
would not be attacking the constitu-
tion,” continued the Provincial Secretary.

#There is just one way to put an end
to the agitation, and that is for the Do-
minion Parliament to say once for all
that it has no intention of interfering
with the legislation of the province. If
it endeavors to enforce remedial legisla-
tion, trouble is imminent.”

Interferference is Dangerous.

Carthy.

D’Alton McCarthy, before commencing
his speech, was presented with an ad-
dress by the local McCarthyite League.
He said the ministers had been humbug-
ging the people by not announcing either
a session or .dissolution. They claimed
they had not considered it, but they
should have called a session six weeks
ago if they intended to. Then Mr. Me-
Carthy commenced a lengthy statement
on the Manitoba school question. He ex-
plained the different stages the-case had
passed through in the courts. Mr. Laur-
jer and Mr. Bowell were afraid to make
adeclaration on the question. If the Gov-
ernment thought they ecould interfere
with the Manitoba school case and if
they thought it was wise and proper
to have Separate schools again _they
should do so. But in doing so jthey
should understand they were responsible
to Parliament and to the people. . The
Privy Council had given the Goverrment
power to grant remedial legislation, but
they had not said it was right to do
go. He did not think the people of Mani-
toba wanted Separate schools, as they
had voted strongly for abolishing them.
If the Government decided in favor of
re-establishing Separate schools the Pro-
vince had not to yield to the decision,
and would not. If the Government re-
fused to interfere the trouble would be
at an end. If the Government did in-
terfere it would be a dangerous inter-
ference. Mr. McCarthy favored leaving
Manitoba to govern itself. There would
be no mistake then.
