CaraMELS.— 1 cup molasses, 2 cups
sugar, boil ten minutes ; then add 1 large
tablespoonful flour, butter size of an egg,
and # 1b. melted chocolate. Boil twenty
minutes.

Vinecar Canpy.—2 cups sugar, } cup
cup water, 4 tablespoonfuls vinegar. Stir
before putting on the stove, not after.

Cream WarLsurs.—Crack English Wal-
nuts carefully, 80 a8 to take meat out
whole. Take the white of one egg, bhalf
as much water, and stir in pounded sugar
until the paste is stiff. Put the paste
between pieces of walouts, and setaside to
barden.

Cocoanur Canpy.—Grate the meat of a
cocoanut and mix with it two pounds of
sifted sugar, the beaten whites of two eggs
and the milk of the nut. Make into little
cakes, set aside to harden, and in a short
time it will be ready for use.

Ice Cream Caspy.—2 cups granulated
sugar, § cup water. Bring toa boil, and
stir in } teaspoon cream tartar dissolved in
water. Boil ten minutes ; don’t stir,
When done it will be brittle if dropped in
water ; add butter half the size of an egg,
just before taking off Pour into butfered
tin and pull as hot as possible. Flavor
while pulling.

Nor CaNpy —2 cups sugar, § cup water,
1 tablespoon butter, } 1b. almonds.

Cocoanur Drops.—1 lb. cocoanut, 1 lb.
sugar, 4 eggs, 4 tablespoons flour. Mix,
drop on buttered tins and bake. '
