And whether one has or one has not a 
visiting day it is so polite and honest and 
excusable withal to plead an engagement of 
some sort that requires one to be excused 
from seeing chance callers, the latter cannot 
possibly take offense if they are sensible.

And those who are not sensible will be 
mollified by the fact that the usage in good 
society, has come in with a vim that prom­
ises permanency.

In addition to saving the conscience of 
mistresses some slight shock, the new 
regime of asking to be excused instead of 
saying one is out is a decent consideration 
for the morals of the servant.

The most impassive servant always betray­
ed the lie in repeating a not-at-home order 
when it was untrue by a certain self consci­
ousness, which, try as the maid or footman 
would to appear civil, made itself apparent.

Moreover, not infrequently the family car­
riage at the door, or some other sign betray­
ed the presence of the mistress within, though 
she was invisible.

A Stone Dairy House.

It is important that the location for milk- 
setting, creaming and churning be apart 
from other buildings from which odors of 
various kinds are likely to emanate. Where 
rough, or rounded field stones are to be 
found in abundance a very serviceable dairy 
house may be built. The building is nearly 
square, and is divided into two rooms, one 
for the setting of milk and creaming, with 
the other for churning, packing the butter 
and getting ready for market. A rough 
stone wall makes a very cool and pictures­
que building, and can be laid very easily 
and cheaply—-its cost being probably less 
than wood where the stones are at hand, un­
less lumber is very cheap in the locality. 
If possible,,a house should be built so as to 
secure as much shade as possible, as this will 
greatly help out in the heat of summer. A 
stone chimney gives opportunity for a fire in 
cold weather. If a well or spring is near at 
hand the water may be brought into the 
dairy house, as an abundance of cold water 
without labor of carrying it in pails, is great­
ly to be desired in dairying. The ice house 
should be located conveniently near, or even 
connected with the dairy house if desired. 
Where a large dairying business is done such 
a house is almost a necessity, if the finest 
butter is to be economically made. Making 
butter on the porch, and in the bouse or in 
the cellar has altogether too many disad­
vantages.

Scrambled Eggs.

Like anything else into which eggs enter, 
the cooking of scrambled eggs demands un­
divided attention. If this fails they are cer­
tain to be a disagreeable dish which is too 
often served up under this title. For the 
most delicate form of doing them, break 
half a dozen fresh eggs into a bowl and beat 
to a cream with a Dover egg beater, adding a 
tablespoonful of milk for each egg and half a 
teaspoonful of salt and a saltspoonful of pep­
per. Beat for a moment. Do not begin to 
cook them until the family are seated at the 
table. Melt a spoonful of batter in a frying- 
pan, and when it is hot pour in the egg and 
stir constantly to prevent scorching. About 
five minutes will make them a creamy mass 
to be served on slices of buttered toast, or 
simply in a deep covered dish. Plates and 
dishes must be hot.
