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—There has been a ghange in the South
African situation. A few days ago matters
seemed at a crisis, and -war between Great
Britain and the Transvaal was imminent,
now the situation has assumed an entirely
different aspect. Chamberlain’s protest
against the drastie alien emigration law,
pessed by the Volksraad, whigh was intend-
ed to restrict and check the British emigra
tion into the gold districts, must have been
a very strong one—an witimatum in fact—as
from the very moment of its issue both Boers
and Britons began their warlike preparations.
The Transvaal imported vast guantities of
arme and ammunition, fertified Pretaria and
the Natal frontier and formed an allimnce
with the Orange Free State and on the
ether hand Great Britain sent regiment after
regiment into Cape Colony; a flying squa-
dron of her battleships anchored in Delagoa,
Bay, and cemmenced heavy artillery prac-
tice, and several of her lndia pegiments were
ordered to be ready for service. But die-
cretion is always the better part of valer,
aad what Greece lacks President Kruger has

* jn abundance. When his warlike prepara-
tions failed to strike quick terror to the
heart of he British colonial secretary, who
continued steadily to press his point, Kruger
turned his attention to the Volksraad and
inflaenced that body to repeal the obnexious
law and let British settlement in the Rand
goon nuchecked. It was an act in keeping
with the reputation of the. sturdy, yet cau
tiows, Boer statesman, who has been talked
80 much about lately, and it dissipated the
gathering war clouds rapidly. Greas Bri-
tain knew frem experiemoe'that the South
Afpican Dutchmen are ne playthiogs, but
she also recognized the faot that if her suz-
erainty was not mespected, the liberties of
her subjects in that country weuld be in
danger, and an aecounting was neeessary.
Fortunately the worst is new over and South
Africa has been saved frem a d- luge of bleod
by the hard common sense ot Mr. Kruger,
who, recogsizing the danger of his position
hae retreated therefrom into the far safer
stronghold of Peaee.

—At last the United States after many
and ineffoctual attempts Lo cheek the tide of
Europesn immigrativn, seems to have asuc-
ceeded. The returms received by the immi
gration burean for the first three months of
this year show a remarkable fulling off when
compared with the eorresperiding months ef
1896. There's a differemce of ome humdred
thousead in the figures, snd me doubt the
Ameri are ulating th ves en
having at last invented a policy that dis-
courages rather than eacourages the weuld-
be emigrant. There is no doubs that the
best interests of the people of the greas Re-
public required vhat the mndesirable stream
of hamanity, outeasts of every natiomality,
that has been pouring inte the country for
years sheald be turned aside. It bas ferti-
}iged the hot beds of arime and distributed
the seed broadcast over the country. Seme-
thing had to be done and even if the presems
stringens immigration policy does disorimi-
naterather ungenerously agaiass certaln repu-
table classes, 8o long as it accomplishes its
purpose vt excluuiug ihe disreputable it will
be welcomed.

Cansds is now seeking to increase her
popaiaiion by offering inducements to old
world setviers, and we trust that her efforts
will nod be so successful that the foreign
elemen. will ontzumbver the native, Cana-
diaus ace every where recognized as & sober
and 1nuuserious peopis; the foundatien of a
great nation has been sohdly laid and the
master Lullders musi Bow be very earetul
shas their work shall nos snow the defecis et

—T'ne victerious Turks are sieadily march-
ing on w0 Athens, m sptee of jthe desperate
efforts of the Greek army to check them.
The ** sick man of Europe ” is rapidly con-
valeacing and no douby is delighted to find
that, mouwithstanding the generaily accepted
view of the matter, he 1s not the ruler of an
obsolete nation. The Lurks have displayed
rare tighting qualities, and the German offi-
cers are responsible for the excellence of
their military training. Peace bas nou yet
been declared, the vietorious Porte clsiming
an indemnity of £10,000,000 and she annex-
ation of Thessaly before he wiil agree to an
armstice. The powers have not shown their
hand yet, and it is hardly likely they will
sanction such a bill of costs as the Turkish
terms of settlemens propose. A most decis-
ive battle was foughs recently at Domokes,
and despatches concede the victory to the
Turks. The fight can last but a few days
longer, as the Greek army is well nigh de-

moralized.

—The financial barometer does not yet
register a satisfactory trade outlook for
Canada. There bas not been any iocreased
activity in business circies that usually fol-

lows in the wake of a new tariff, while on

the other hand the commercial agencies have
registered quite a heavy increase in failures
during the past four weeke as compared with
last year. Several big business firms that
were heavily rated a few years ago and held
on, in spite of losses, till their capital was
exhausted, waiting for the tide to turn, are
among the late failures, and their downfall
has cansed considerable consternation. Per-
haps when the deputations of manufacturers
whe are now besieging the Finance Minister
with their appeals for a change of tariff,
have had their bopes realized or crushed, a
healihier situation will deveiop.

—Canadian cattle exporters are complain-
ing a bit just now over the recently amended
ocatile regulation, by which American cattle
can .be shipped from Canadian ports in a
space allowance of twe feet six inches each,
while the Canadian export must have a space
of two feet eight inches. This difference in
space allotted to each animal has had the
effect of making a considerable difference in
the cost of transport, the Canadian exporter
‘having to pay fifty shillings a head, while
the American can ship on the same steamer
for foriy-seven aund a haif shillings. In
