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yest that the Christ-apirit of self-surrender would require
of Christians at home a very different atyle of things
fromi what we see to-day. Are we to nak of our miasion-
nrios whon thoy go in vur stead tw preach Christ to the
heathen perfeot solf-abnogation, while wo live in luxury
at home ! The self-giving-up must be more evenly dis-
wibuted. 1do not know onough of the succosses of the
Solvation Army to sit in judginent on their mothods, I
believe, however, that the contingent that left Toruntu
with great noise, n year ar two ago, eamo back within a
yenr, physicglly prostrated.  If men and women must be
come bare-footed mendicants, accurding to Musa Bhai,
that they may win souls in India, thoy should not go from
the borders of tho frigid sone. And without such
aunteritics, the expediency of sending missionaries from
cold olimates into the hottost Intitudes may be questioned.
Our Telugu mission is dear to us for those who have
wrought In it for their succeases ; for those who are
nobly toiling there now, whom we love, who are our very
own.  But they work continually sgninst an adverse
unate, which 18 almost as hard to cope with ss the
religious superstitions of the country. Let us hope that
wine time in the future a harmony of organizations may
e brought about by which Boutherners will be sent t:
the hotter climes and Northerners to the colder ones, s
wving life aud money. But to-day wo have our loved
mesion to tend nnd keep, pray for and work for, and
may we who are welcoming you, and you who are
welcomed, resolve, ** This day to do our duty * more
~anpletely than ever before.
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The Duties of the Home to the Foreign
Field.

“Ertract from an Address by Mr. J. L. Gilmour, B. 4.,
MeMaster Hall, delivered ut the recent mecting of the
Dutereollegiate Missimary Alliance at Cobourg.]

The obligation in guestion does not rest upon the will.
mgness or unwillingness of tho heathen to receive gladly
the Gospel, but it resta rather on the cowmand of God
il upon the noeds of the people. n Paul's first visit
to Philippi he found himsolf 1n prison soon after his
arrval.  Was he to infer from this that he had made n
uustake in going thither? Not at all. For his call came
tv him A8 ours comes to us, not so much because the people
‘lesired the Gospel ns beeause thoy needed it, and it was
the peoplo's need that cunstituted the Macedonian cry.

The Home Field is the point of vantsge for misaionary
offort.  As in o military campaign a base of supplies ia
needed from whioh the work may be pushed with energy,
i it would scem that such a base of supplies is needed in
Mission work. It is searcely necessary to point out the
present noed and the consequent call for all the energy
that can possibly be made availablo. With three-quarters
of the.world yet to evangolize we surely have need to use
1+ the best possible advantage all tho agenc es nt our dis-
posal for the sccomplishment of this work.

Lot us then take a brief survey of these agoncies needod
fur the accomplishment of the work in hand, not because
we expect to bo able to puint out anythiug specially now,
hut rather because wo indulge tho hope that old truths
~mphasized may come home with new force.

(a) In the first place we noed men. Tho Uod whum
we sorve works through means, whether in the ézhysical.
mental or spiritual sphere. When tho heathen Cornelius
s to be brought to the truth of God, Poter is sont to
wetruet him.  When the Ethiopian eunuch is to be led

into the faith, Philig_iu.uned a8 an agont. And this law
appeara to obtain 1o all the work of the Kingdom aof

enven. When, therefore, we pray, '‘Thy kingdom
come,” we must bear in mind that if we pray intelligently
wu are really praying for men to be uaes in causing the
kingdom to come. 1t would be vutaide the provines of
the present paper to detail the qualifications of the proper
men for this work, but that they should be men of common
sense, of intelligence and of piety, no one would doubt.
A proctical question, however, suggests itself to the
mombers of the present Convention. How many of us
aro called personally to this work abroad ! And if we ave
not destined for the Foreign Fiéld, how much can we du
when we have settled in s pastorate, to induce and help
uthers to serve as foreign missionaries? It is still true as
it was in our Saviour’s time, that ‘‘the harvest truly is
plenteous, but the laborers are few.” This toxt has been
repoated slmost to eatiety, but it may acyyire a fresh
meaning for all of us if we endeavor to picture to our
minds tﬁc oxtent of the harvest as it now appears, and the
inadoquacy of the present stall of missionary workers. In
this connection may be mentioned the very importsnt
part which our Collyegea play in Foreign work by equip-
ping men for the duties of their position. The ideal
College would seem to be a practical Missionary Bociety,
keonly slive to all the needs of the human lives which
can by any posaibility be reached from it, and it should
be a matter of great concern to all students to see that
their share of etfort be contributed tuwards awakening and
sustaining n deop miasionary spirit in the College, lest
acholarship should be socured at the expense of tical
sympathy with the neéds of men. The College mnn-
ary Day becomes, consequently, a very important factor
in a student's life.

(b) But so long a8 men have to be used for evangelizing
the world money will always be needed to prosecute the
work. We cannot hape that it will ever come to pass that
all our missionaries will go vut nt their own oxpense ;
history does not warrant this belief, nor du present indi-
eatinns point in this direction. And further, even if the
work could be prosocuted without the aid of the churches,
tho churches would be lusors by lming cut off from the
blossings that result from hberalny. The duty of the
churches, therofore, to supply the money tv support
workers in the Fureign Field remaws plain.  This leaves
room for all to share in the glorious work.  Itis not every
one who can go to the Foreign Fiell w) preach, but none
the less does th: call come & ench. ** Go ye, thevefore,
and make discipies of all nstions.”  And when it comes
to men of busineas sbility it lnya upon them tho obliga-
tion to Au pl{ the means by which others may be emtbFn
to go. The lack of mouney is one of the great limitations
in missionary work, and it an important question for
everyons in the pastoral office to consider how far he can
uso his influence to augment the funds at the disposal of
Missionary Bocieties. Tho pastor has much to do in thie
as in many other things in moulding the life and charncter
of his church, and it would not be hazardous to predict an
overflowing treasury, if all the churches were doing their
duty in this reapect. Weo need men to go into business
to make money for, thu Lord'a cause ; men who, when
their prosperity T ases, will not be 80 anxious to drive
a handsome carriagp abd pair a8 to invest large amounts
for God's work. ¢ could not advocate any vourse that
would put a damper vn individual enterprisu ; but what

reator satisfaction can.a man secure from his monoy than
in giving it liborally to the Lord’s cause. 1t is difficult to
draw the line with precision and to specify how much
men should deny themselves; for luxury is a relative
