C 8., aged 47, was admitted into Hospital on the 1st of J uly, under
the care of Dr. MacCallum. The tumour was situated in the left
mamma, to the inner side of the nipple, where it was felt as a hard
circumscribed mass about the side of an egg. The disease appeared
limited to the gland structure, the skin and subjacent parts being

. unaffected. - On questioning hez as to its origin and progress, she
stated : that she noticed it first, about four years ago, as a small round

- lump, the size of a bean. There was no pain in it and she forgot
‘about it for three months, when her attention was drawn to 1t

gain by the pain. which it caused.. She then perceived that
1t had increased somewhat in size. From that time until a few

_months ago its growth has been slow and the pain, especially at

: night caused much uneasiness. Imely its growth has been much
