ITS NATURE AND CAUSE.

Second!; - Now cndeavourwe o trace, some.
what more particularly, the cause of this deep
agony of Jesas in Guthsemane.

From his present standing point, as well as
all along, our Lord had a full view, a perlect
knowledge, of ull that was betore fam,  He
knew full well the mockery and the scourging

n which hie was 'o be subjected in the palace of

! Caiaphas, and the pratonium of Pilate. He
knew of tho burden that he was to catry from
the judgment-hall to Caleary aud that- there
he was ultumately to.die by crucifixien,  Sull,
I canaot persuade-myselt that his knowledge
of that constitnted any prominent part of the
cause-of his agony,—~except, indeed, in so-far as
it manifested the notorious wickednessiof those
that toek a partinit: for many a martyr en-
dured all that with the greatest compasure and
cnlmness.  Fis knowledge of the iegrattude,
the sin, the deep criminality of those around
him, und of the terrible judgments that wero
soon to-overtake the Jews, might farin a partof
the cause of this aguny-; but certamnly only a
very subordinate part,

Will you now turn with me to Isa. liti. 62—
This was written 750 years before the time of
the Saviour's agony, We take tho-words as
prediction of the events of that occasion, viewed
in one particslar aspect:  “The Lord hath Inid
on him the iniquity of us all.  Margwn: “'Lhe
Lord hath wado the iniquities of-us all to mest
on him.” More litotally still : the Lord hath
caused to rush upon him theiniquities of us all.
Our sias are ‘here.represonted. as beasts ol prey:
Jesus is their vicn. From the commence.:
ment of s public ministry, but more especiaily
from his-agony in Gethsemane, to his expirmng:
on the cross, these were gathering in from va.,
rious quarters, to rush upon him, to tenr his
body, and to suck his life's-blood. From this,
terniblo array, by which the Saviour wasg as-
sniled on this occaston, and. which caused b
bloody agony, we can only particularize three

First and foremost amongst the assailants
stands tho great originator of the hutnan apos-
tasy.

You
nre familiar with the temptation he threw 1
the Saviour's way, and how sigoally he -failed
init.

tion of trifling with and setting at nought prof-
feved werey,  In his case the element of elerni-
ty did:not'enter into. his sufferings ; the > were:
unspealubly severe, but of short duration, . T'o
the-sufferings of the fina'ly impenitont no end
will come. ~ And inhis suflerings the ingredi-
ent of despair had no existence. Ho was.riot
at once relieved ; but he was' relieved. .
