He believed that the
prinoipal considration in carrying on the Christian
work was the proper presentation of the truth,
This should oot be done alone by preaching, but by
Iabor at all times in the interest of religion. He

oxpected to visit the members ofton, and be with
them at all times =nd under all circumstances to
promote their spiritual welfare.
