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Trinity Sunday. He was assisted in the solemn duties by
the Venerable the Archdeacon, Rev. W. Q. Ketchum, cu-
rate of Fredericton, Rev. W. H. Shore, Rev. C. Coster.
After morning prayers, which were read by the Curate,
Bev. W. Q. Ketchum, his Lordship gave a very impres-
sive Sermon, taken from 1 Cor. 4 chap. 2 verse. “ More-
over it is required in Stewards that a man be found faith-
ful.” He very fully delineated the duties of the ministe-
rial office, and the responsibility attendant upon the same.
He exhorted those who were about to be admitted to that
Holy office to be prudent and circumspect in their lives,
giving no needless offence to any one, but to keep the unity
of the spiritin the bond of peace. Rev. Rodney Drake
Palmier, A. B. of King’s College, Fredericton, was then ad-
mitted to the office of Priest. And Donald Bliss, A. B., of
King’s College, Fredericton, Henry Mitchell Spike, of
King’s College, Windsor, and Henry Stamer, of Birkenhead
Theological Seminary, Liverpool, to the office of Deacon.
The whole service was most solemn, imposing and calcu-
Jated to produce a deep impression not only upon the can-
didates themselves, but also upon the whole congregation,
which was large and attentive.

ENGLAND.

TrE VICAR oF SHEFFIELD AND THE REv. GEORGE
TrEVOR.—Attached to the Parish Church of Sheffield, in
the Diocese of York, there are three Assistant Ministers,
who are called Chaplains; these Chaplains are apﬁoimed
and paid by a body corporate, called the Chure Bur-
gesses, and their duties are to assist the Vicar in the cele-
bration of Divine Service, and generally in the pam}h.—
A vacancy occurred lately, and the Burgesses appointed
the Rev. Canon Trevor, knowing at the time that.the
candidate was distasteful to the Vicar. Mr T.is a
Prebendary of York and Proctor in Convocation for the
Chapter of the Cathedral and Metropolitical Church of
York. He was specially recommended to the Church
Burgesses by the Archbishop of York, and had testimo-
nials of the highest character from the Bishop of Ripon
and Archdeacon Robt. Wilberforce. His opponents ad-
mit him to be ‘* the model of a Missionary Clergyman;”
that by his ministry **a change of life and shought had
been produced;” that he was *“ a Clergyman whose yoice
has never spoken for Christ’s cause in three quarters of
the world but to make it respected:” nevertheless the
Vicar has determined to exercise his right of refnsing his
services in the Church, and Mr. Trevor’s public duties
are performed by one of the Vicar’s Curates. The Viear
also, says the Sheffield Times, wrote to the Archbishop,
requesting that His Grace would withhold Mr. Trevor’s
license, which the Archbishop has paid no attention to.

The objection made to Mr. Trevor may be gathered
from the following address, which the Clergy of the Parish
have presented to the Vicar, signed by, apparently, all of
them except the Burgesses Chaplains, the Rev. J. Gibbon,
and S. Earnshaw:— 3

To the Reverend Tuomas SurroN, D.D., Vicar of Shef-
field, Canon of York, §e. §e.

Dear Dr. Sutton,—We, the undersigned clergy of this
town and parish, have judged it to be our duty to express
to you the deep pain which we have felt at the election,
against your expressed will, of a clergyman to be chap-
1ain of the parish church, to whom you have deliberately,
decidedly, and, as we believe, most conscientiously ob-
jected. :

We regret the more that such an election should have
taken place, notwitbstanding ali the concern which you
have manifested. and all the pains which you have taken,
for a long series of years, that the pure word of God
should be preached in all the pulpits of your parish.

We honour you for the firmness with which, in the
midst of so much bodily weakness and infirmity, you have
resisted the introduction into your parish of what you be-
lieve to be dangerous doctrine.

We offer to you our affectionate sympathy, and any
service which it may be in our power to render.

And we cannot present this address without adding our
heart’s desire and prayer that the blessing of Almighty
God may rest upon yourself and your family circle—that
your declining years may be passed in the comfortable
assurance of your accceptance of God in Christ Jesus, and
in the realizing anticipation of the glory of God—that the
thought of seeing Him as He 15, whom you have loved
and endeavoured to serve, may sustain you amidst those
increasing infirmities of advancing age, with which it may
please your Heavenly Father to exercise you; and that
the God of wisdom and grace may guide you with his
counsel, and comfort you by his Holy Spirit, till he shall
receive you to glory.

ConsEcRATION OF ST. BARNaBAS CHURCH AND CoL-
v.EGE, Pmmuico.—For some time past there h'ave been in
course of erection in the districtof St. Paul, Knightsbridge,
a church, college, and schools, in which, according to the
intention of the founders, sound Church information
should be imparted to the surrounding population, by
means of regularly appointed pastors in lhe_Church. and
through the agency of well selected teachersin the college
and schools. The gradual progress of these buildings has
‘been viewed with great interest since the foundation stone
was laid four years since, and many of the most eminent
amongst our ecclesiastical dignitaries have lent the scheme
their most hearty support. Th_e church and college are-
situate atthe extreme end (adjacent to the Thames, and
abutting upon Chelsea) of the district parish of St. Paul,
‘Witlon-place, a district which, as much as, if not more than,

any other in the suburbs of the metropolis, requires ex- |

tended means of religions 1mprovement.

The new church of St. Barnabas is at once the most
beautiful for many years past erected in the metropolis,
and the best adapted for remedying the spiritual wants of
the district in which it is erected. One of its greatest re-
commendations is, that it is entirely free—all the pews
are open, and there are no paid seats of any description.

' The dimensions of the interior of the church are as fol-

low:—The length, 97 feet, from east to west, including
the chancel, which is 30 feet deep. The chancel is beau-
tifully illuminated, and is so well arranged that all who
are in the church can see every portion of it without the
least difficulty. The width of the nave and aisles is 51
feet, and the height of the nave is 50 feet. The height of
the tower and spite (which presents a strikingappearance

from the Thames) is 170 feet. The general arrangement |

js—a nave, with north and south aisles; a tower,
at the west end of the porth aisles; a south poreh,
a chancel, a sacristy, and choir vestry, all attached,
connecting the church and the other portions of the
college. There is a crypt under the eastern part of the
chancel. 2

The stained glass in the windows forms a series of sub-
jeets from the life of St. Barnabas. The beauty of the
church has been much enhanced by many special gifts,
both in the ornamental work of decoration, and in other
matters which would not otherwise have been entertained.
The following are some of these special gifts'—The peal
of ten bells; the altar; the holy vessels of the altar; altar
cloths and carpets ; an illuminated office book ; the font,
the east and west windows ; the chancel windows in the
north and south; nine of the nave and clerestory windows;
the Corona Lucis in the chancel; the brass eagle ; the
<hurch linen and vestinents. So that, as the trustees pro-
perly observe, these very precious and costly oroaments,
besides a great portion of the decoration, ang the apparatus
for warming, and such other like things, mugt not be con-
sidered as an inexpedient outlay of the money jntrusted to
the keeping of the trustees, but they must be taken as in-
deed they are, the pious offerings of devout spjvits who
delight in the beauty of the * place where God’s hopour
dwelleth.” pETa

The foundation stone of the college, which is adjacens
to the church, was laid on St. Barnabas day, 1846, by the
Marquis of Westminster. It includes lodgings for two
school-masters and a matron and servant and four school-
mistresses, schools for boys, girls, and infants, about 600
in all, 24 of whom are to be on the foundation, to be
clothed, boarded, and lodged, as well as educated gratui-
tously, The residentiary house is constructed to hold four
clergymen, whose duty it will be to attend to the paro-
chial duties of the parish, and to minister in the church.
They will also teach in the schools, and have the special
superintendence of the twelve choristers on the founda-
tion, The residentiary house was completed in 1846, and
is now occupied by the president and three curates. The
buildings are constructed of Kentish rag-stone, both ex-
ternally and internally, having dressings and a spire of
Caen stone, The cost of the school, residentiary house,
and church, with the enclosing walls and appurtenances,
will be about £20,000., exclusive of the private offerings
of decorations already mentioned. The freehold site of
the college was the munificent gift of the late Marquis of
Westminster. The funds have been provided by the volun-
tary contributions of the inhabitants of St. Paul’s parish,
and specially the congregation attending divine service
at that church. . The style of architecture is the first
pointed (Early English), and which appeared to the trus-
tees of the college best adapted for the poorman’s church.

preAftergthe Dinner his Lordship said, he assured them,

tertainment as the present, for he thought it highly fitting
and proper that religious solemnities should be followed
by entertainments of that kind, which recruited the
bodies and gave tone to the minds of those who were not,
he regretted to know, too much al}nund:n_g m.the good
things of this world.

M.,
a short distance to the north of Portpatrick, the vessel
struck on a sunken rock, and almost immediately filled.

HOUSE OF COMMONS, Ju~e 20.
GREECE—THE MINISTERIAL DEFEAT.

Mr. RoeBuck said—The notice I have put on the paper
will have conveyed to the noble lord the nature of the
question which [ wish to put to him. It is couched-in
terms sufficiently concise. I have to ask the noble Jord,
whether the Government will adopt any especial conrse
of conduct in consequence of a resolution passed in an-
other place on Monday last ? (Cheers.)

Lord J. RusseLL.—If the House will allow me, I shall,
in consequence of the question which has been put by the
honorable and learned gentleman, make a statement in
reply to that question. (Cheers.) I find, upon consult-
ing the minister of the House of Lords, that what has
taken place in that house is this;—* It was moved to re-
solve, that while this House fully recognizes the right and
duty of the government to secure to Her Majesty’s sub-
jects residents in foreign states the full protection of the
laws of those states, it regrets to find, by the correspond-
ence recently laid upon the table by Her Majesty’s com-
mand, that various claims against the Greek Government,
doubtful in point of justice, or exaggerated in amount,
bave been enforced by coercive measures directed against
the commerce and people of Greece, and calculated to en-
danger the continuance of our friendly relations with
other powers; which being objected to, after long debate
ou the question, resolved in the affirmative.” The ques-
tion that has been put to me is certainly a very general
one. Itis * Whether the Government will adopt any
especial course of conduct in consequence of a resolution
passed in another place on Monday last ?” Now, I must
either make a stat 1t with respect to the line of conduct
that we mean to pursue, so as to explain that conduct, or
remain altogether silent. (Cheers.) If the House think I
ought not to make that statement I am ready to bow to
their decision; but if, on the contrary, they think I should
proceed, I am prepared to do so. (Cheers, and cries of
“Goon.”) The noble lord accordingly proceeded—Sir,
I have stated the ground why I think it is impossible for
Her Majesty’s Government to carry into effect, according
to their own sense of duty, the first part of the resolution
which has been carried in the House of Lords. But the
latter part of that resolution, which I likewise read con-
veys a vote of censure on the Government for the conduct
which they have recently pursued with respect to the af-
fairs of Greece. Now, I am certainly not going to argue
that question, but I must say this, that we are not going
in any respect to alter the course of conduct that we have
thought it right to pursue in respect of foreign power in
consequence of that resolution, (Loud cheers.) Sir,if
the House will permit me, [ will go on, and 1 will say
that there is another question that might fairly be in the
contemplation of hon. members, and that is, whether the
Government, thus dissenting from the general rale with
respect to the law of nations laid down by the House of
Lords, and refusing to conduct itself according to the reso-
lution that has been there carried, do not think it their
duty to resign the government into the hands of those
who might act upon that resolution?” (Hear, hear.)—
Sir, a question of this kind naturally induces me to refer
to different occasions when similar resolutions, in spirit
at least, have been carried. 140 years ago the House of
Lords came to a resolution, which they embodied in an
address, that it would not consist with the honor and safety

leave Spain and the Indies in possession of any branch of
the house of Bourbon. The executive Government, in
spite of that address of the House of Lords, which was
carried on a division, proceeded to make a_treaty with
France, and that treaty Jeft Spain and the Indies in the
possession of a branch of the house of Bourbon. (Hear,
| hear.) Not many years ago, in the month of June, 1833,
| no less a person than the Duke of Wellington moved an
| address to the Crown on the subject of the foreign rela-
 tions of this country as regarded Portugal. Earl Grey,
j in replying to the motion that was then made, is reported
to have declared that he should consider that address as
a vote of censure, and a stigma upon the Government.—
| The resolution and the address were both, upon a division,
! carried; but Earl Grey continued in the execution of the
| policy which he had previously adopted, and my noble
| friend near me (Lord Palmerston) declared in this House
| that he would not swerve from the policy which he had
adopted. (Hear, hear.) Sir, I believe that the conduct
l of the executive Government on these two occasivns was
| according to the constitation of this country (cheers); and
I believe that a change of the Government resulting from
aresolution of the House of Lords with respect to the con-
duct of the Executive Government would be contrary to
the constitution of this country, and that while it might
create great confusion in the state, it would be to none
so disastrous as to the House of Lords. (Loud cheering.)
I believe that placing upon the House of Lords the weight
and responsibility of controlling the Executive Govern-
ment of this country would soon place the House of Lords
in a position which they have never hitherto occupied,
and which they could not maintain. [Hear, hear.] Sir,
if these are my opinions, I cannot consent to surrender
the reins of power in cousequence of the resolution that
that has been arrived at by the House of Lords. [Cheers.]
At the same time, I will not deny that that resolution,
carried as it has been, is a matter of very great impor-
tance. I will not deny that it deeply affects the conduct
of foreign powers in their relation to the Government of
this country ; but, Sir, the remedy, I should have thonght,
were it not for circumstances which vo doubt influence
the conduct of hon. gentlemen opposite, was easy and
obvious. The hon. gentleman the member for Bucking-
hamshire, who lately interrupted me, is himself in close
political and party connexion with the noble Lord who is
reported to have made this motion in the other house of
Parliament. If he had given notice of asimilar motion
in this house, the House of Commons could then have
decided upon the merits of that motion {loud cheers];
and if this house had agreed with the House of Lords,
there eould have been no doubt or hesitation as to the
course which Her Majesty’s Ministers would ha e had to
pursue [Great cheering.] Bat, Sir, there is a fair and
honourable interpretation of the conduct of that hon.
gentleman and of those who act with him. If he had be-
lieved in the soundness and the policy of the resolation I
have read they would no doubt have thought it their duty
to bring forward that resolution in this house, in which,
besides its being the house where all the administration
of the Crown is controlled and advised, there is this ob-
vious advantage—namely, that in this house sits the Min-
ister who is charged with the affairs of the Foreign de-
partment. [Cheers.] Bat, Sir, as I have said, there is
an honourable explanation for such conduct, and that ex-
planation no doubt is, that those who share the general
political opinions of the noble Lord whom I have men-
tioned, do not share in the view which he takes, either
with respect to our foreign policy generally, or with res-
Pect to the affairs of Greece in particular. If they had
agreed with the noble Lord in either of those respects,

there woylq have been no excuse for not affording my

noble friend an opportunity of' making in this house his
defence, [Hear, hear.] But, if that is the case, I can
only say that we shall continue in the course that we
have hitherto fo]lowed with respect to our foreign policy.

[Cheers.] If the hon,and learned gentlemen the member
for Sheffield, as he intimated yesterday, wishes to make

any motion on this gybject, he shall have the earliest
possible opportunity tha; the Government can give for
that purpose. But, Sir, go Jong 28 We continue the Go-
vernment of this country, [ can answer my noble friend
that he will act, not as Minister of Austria. [Cheen,] or
of Russia [renewed and protracted cheering], or of
France, or of any other country—but as the Minister of
England. [Loud cheers.] The honor of England, and
the interests of Evgland—such are the matters which
are within our keeping, and it is to those interests and to
that honor that our conduct wil] jn future be, as it has
hitherto been, directed. [Loud cheers. ]

The consternation which ensued among the passengers
| may be.much more easily conceived than described. The
| shock, accompanied as it was by the rushing of the water
| in among the machinery, and into the furnaces, made the
greater portion leap at once from their beds. They were
instantly up to their knees in water on the cabin floor;
and as the ship was evidently fast sinking, a general rush
to the deck took place. The boats were instantly lowered,
but the two first were so crowded that they almost im-~
mediately swamped. The remaining two, however,
reached the shore in safety. For those who were not
fortunate enough to obtain a place in either of them, there
was no resource left but to cling to the rigging, and any
of the loose articles floating about which they could get
hold of, as the ship sunk in about six fathoms of water in
a few minutes after she struck. The rock, it is likely,
had passed principally through the forward and midship
compartments, so that the engines were instantly rendered
useless, otherwise the vessel might have perhaps been
‘run ashote, and so large a sacrifice of life prevented.

Ftwo which remained serviceable m?de each twe
trips between the shore and the vessel, and latterly one of
the two boats that had been swamped was righted, and
landed all that remained clinging to the top rigging of the
wreck. After landing the passengers saved, who were
almost in a state of undress, they were removed to Port
Patrick, where every attention was shown them by the
people at the hotel, &c., and their wants, especially in the
matter of clothing, as far as possible, provided for. A
boat was manned by some of the surviving officers and
crew of the ill-fated ship, which put off to the wreck to
pick up any property that might reach the surface.—
Another was also despatched to hail the Fenella steamer, as
she went by on her passage from Fleetwood to Troon, and
shortly after six o’clock this steamer made her appear-
ance. On being hailed, she immediately lay to, and re-
ceived on board as many of the Orion’s passengers as con-
sidered themselves capable of removal. 'l hey were about
twenty in number, and they reached Troon early in the
forenoon. They were taken on by a special train, which
arrived at Glasgow about half-past one on Tuesday after-
noon.

A gentleman returned from America, and who happily
escaped from the ill-fated vessel, states that he had been
walking the deck until a late hour of the night, and then
retired to rest. He had been but a short time asleep when
he was awoke by the striking of the vessel, and starting
out of his berth he found the water in the cabin already up
to his knees. His presence of mind did not forsake him
in a moment so awful. He instantly rushed upon deck,
and perceiving the vessel to be sinking. he plunged into
the sea and swam ashore. The entire crew were saved,
with the exception of the steward (Mr. Grahame), the
carpenter, and a boy.

The mate expresses his conviction that had the passens
gers remained on board the vessel, the probability is they
would have been saved. Instead of this, however, and
despite every effort and entreaty on the part of the aew,
the passengers launched two of the ship’s boats, and
crowded into them, both of which immediately swanped
—their shrieking crews, without a single exception, neet-
Ing a watery grave. On the other hand, the boatsunder
the management of the crew passed to and fro frem the
shore several times without the occurrence of the slightest
accident. The excitement into which the passengers
were thrown by the dreadful position in which they found
themselves placed, rendered all restraint or attertion to
orders unavailing and nuzatory. The steward, it is further
stated, lost his own life while” endeavouring to provide for
the safety of others, having descended into the cabin
for clothes, blankets, and other coverings for the female
passengers. She was comparatively a new vessel, having
been only from three to four years on the station, and was
reckoned one of the finest boats that sailed from the Clyde.
She was remarkably swift, frequently making the passage
from Liverpool to Greenock in fifteen to sixteen hours.

It is computed that the total number of persons on
board must have been about 200, inclusive of the crew.
Of these 147 are ascertained to be safe, leaving ahout
forty to be accounted for. As already mentioned, twenty=
_ﬁ&-};ee bodies have heen found ; and the presumption is

t many of the others will be got in their berths in the
sunken hull.

The ship herself, however, is made wholly useless.—
She lies with about a fourth of her funnel visible above
the water. The first storm will inevitably break her up.
Possibly a part of her machinery might be got out; but
it is extremely questionable if it will repay the cost.

It is remarkable that during the thirty years that steam
communication has been maintained betwixt Liverpool
and Glasgow, up till now not a single accident, involving
the loss of life, has taken place.

[From the Montreal Herald we learn that Mr. and Mrs.
James Scott were among the names of the drowned, and
it is feared that Mrs. Smith (sister of Mrs. Sentt, and wi-
dow of the late Wm. Smith, Esq.,) and her only child were
on board the Orion with them, but their names are not
mentioned in the list of drowned.—Ep. Cn.]
