ho Can Apply?

TIP accepts requests for the iden-
tification of foreign sources of
technology (advisory services) from both
the public and private sectors. Funding,
however, is usually directed to companies
and their scientific and technical advisors
and consultants. Private sector manufac-
turing and contracting firms comprise the
majority of TIP funding recipients. Excep-
tions are occasionally made, however, in
the case of government or academic insti-
tutions, but potential applicants should
contact TIP before proceeding with a
request for funding. Applicants must also
find a federal science-based department
or agency to act as a sponsor and to pro-
vide an evaluation of the proposal’s tech-
nical and economic merits.
