Vill. CHRONOLOGY

Following are the different steps a company must take to ship to Mexico and the
approximate timing:

1. Select the Mexican client, importer, consignee, customs broker or trade show
organizer at whose attention the documentation needs to be prepared (3-4 months
prior to shipment).

2. Have the Mexican counterpart initiate all procedures to obtain the necessary
authorizations, permits, etc. (8 months prior to shipment).

3. If any special permits are required, obtain the required documents and send them to
the Mexican counterpart (2 months prior to shipment).

4. Insure payment by Mexican client (this can be done through a letter of credit) and

send the commercial invoice, the packing list and the bills of lading to the Mexican
counterpart and ship the goods (1 month prior to due date in Mexico).
