
33. The Parties shah joinrly dcelop and implemnem policies andi procedures for planning,
feasibility sies andi operational methotis. As a first step, the Parties shall undertake
cOtuprehensive coopeztive regional planning andi fieldi sur-vcys for passible salmon
restoration andi enhazcement programs, the results of which Shan be provideti ta the
JTC. As part of this planning procesa, bath Parties should incorporate fish genetic
andi health guidelines develapeti by the JTC.

34. The Parties understand that the financial contributions ta d'e Funti shahi be useti for
the programns described in Paragraph 32(b) ta provide benefits for U.S. andi Canadien
fishernien on d'e Yukon River.

Principles

35. Restoration andi enha=cment activities shahl be consistent with the protection of the
existing wild salmon stocks andtihde habitats upon which they depenti.

36. Given the wild nature of d'e Yukon River andi its salmon stocks, andth de substantial
risks associateti with Large scale enhancement tbrough artificial propagation, Ihese
enhancement activities are inappropriate at this tinie.
