Mr. Jean-Robert Gauthier (Ottawa-Vanier) moved for 
leave to introduce Bill C-447, to amend the Official Languages 
Act (notices and advertisements).

Mr. Gauthier (Ottawa-Vanier): Mr. Speaker, the purpose of 
this amendment is to extend to national corporations, compa­
nies and associations incorporated or existing under an act of 
Canada the language requirements provided in the Official 
Languages Act as regards public notices and advertisements.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered to be 
printed.

Mr. Jean-Robert Gauthier (Ottawa-Vanier) moved for 
leave to introduce Bill C-448, to amend the Bank Act (sale 
advertisements).

[Mr. MacEachen.]

Mr. MacEachen: Yes, Mr. Speaker, it is proposed that the 
bills based upon the budget will be brought forward. As the 
hon. member knows, I stated yesterday that there will be 
amendments to the Criminal Code. One or two bills related to 
the Criminal Code will be introduced. In addition, a bill will 
be introduced tomorrow, I believe, in the name of the Solicitor 
General (Mr. Blais), so there is a considerable body of legisla­
tion available to the House before we would contemplate 
adjourning.

Hon. André Ouellet (Minister of State for Urban Affairs): I 
am advised as follows by Central Mortgage and Housing 
Corporation: the Neighbourhood Improvement Program is 
intended for the improvement of the amenities of neighbour­
hoods and the housing and living conditions of the residents of 
such neighbourhoods and not for the rehabilitation of housing 
in those neighbourhoods. For information on the latter, see the 
answer to question 886 answered this day.

Mr. Gauthier (Ottawa-Vanier): Mr. Speaker, the purpose of 
this amendment is to extend in all Canadian provinces the 
right for Canadian banks to advertise in newspapers in both 
official languages. Presently the act restricts this practice to 
the province of Quebec where publication of advertisements 
may be published in the English language in French language 
newspapers.
