Provincial Government regarding the U.N. Convention on the Political Rights 
of Women?

(b) If so, what was the response?
3. (a) If no steps have been taken by the Government, has there been 

any approach or enquiry regarding the U.N. Convention on the Political Rights 
of Women made to the Government by any of the Provincial Governments?

(b) If so, which Provinces made such approach or enquiry ?
4. If nothing has been done by either the Government or any Provincial 

Governments toward securing the approval of ratification of this Convention 
by the Provinces', does the Government propose to pursue the matter?
