In a short space of 
time the History Honours School ranked 
with the best schools in the Arts Faculty, 
with a clear claim to be considered the 
best among ,hem. It became not only 
possible, but easy, for a keen student to 
obtain a first-rate .undergraduate training, 
fitting him to rank with those coming 
from the best history schools in England.

In mediæval history this was due 
entirely to Professor Waugh. His intro­
duction of the critical standards of the 

s9h°o1 medieval history in 
England was of great value. As one who 
has been inspired to follow in his foot­
steps academically, I may be permitted 
to suggest that he was one of the few Man- 

er ^tevalists who succeeded in 
n akmg the immense critical system of
