An Act to incorporate The British Columbia Alberta
Western Railway Company.

WHEREAS a petition has been presented praying for
the incorporation of a company to construet and
operate a railway as hereinafter set forth, and it is expedient

to grant the prayer of the said petition: Therefore His
Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate 5
and House of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:—

1. Bertram Winter Gonin of the Gables, Shortlands,
Kent, England, physician and surgeon; Lionel Alfred
Blackburn of Staple Inn, Holborn, London, England,
solicitor; John Franklin Crandell of the city of Calgary in 10
the province of Alberta, master mariner; Lieut. Colonel
William A. Lowry of the city of Montreal in the province
of Quebec, financial agent, and Oliver Edwards Culbert
of the city of Ottawa in the province of Ontario, barrister-
at-law, together with such persons as become shareholders 15
in the company, are hereby incorporated under the name
of “The British Columbia Alberta Western Railway Com-
pany,” hereinafter called ‘“‘the Company”’.

2. The persons named in section one of this Act are
constituted provisional directors of the Company. 20

3. The capital stock of the Company shall be one
million dollars. .

4. The head office of the Company shall be in the city
of Ottawa in the province of Ontario.

5. The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held 25
on the first Tuesday in the month of February in each
year.
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
