A New Process Diseovered to Produce 1t a3
a Less Price Than Copper.

DoLurs, Aug. 23.—The patent office
anthorities sent to this city a chemical ex-
pert on an applieation for a patent for a new
process of obtaining aluminum from its
oxide. The process includes chemical com-
binations heretofore supposed to be impos-
sible, and on this ground the application for
a patent was rejected, the method being
termed inoperative.

JOHNSON'S CURRENCY BILL.

It Provides for the Exehange of Treasury
Notes for Government Bonds.

WasHINGTON, Aug. 25.—For two and a
quarter honrs yesterday the House commit-
tee on banking and currency discussed Re-
presentative Tom Jobnson’s bill, providing
for the exchange of tteasury notes for Gov-
ernment bonds at the request of the holders
of the latter. The committee then ad-
journed until next Tuesday, when the
author of the bill hopes decisive
action may be taken upon it. The bill en-
countered opposition from Messrs. Sperry,
of Connecticut, and Warzer, of New York,
who argued that the scheme opened a new
channel for the depletion of the gold hold-
ings in the treasury. It was said that if
the bill becomes a law, holders of bonds
would exchange them for treasury notes
and then demand gold for the notes. To
this Johnson responded that the only oc-
casion when it would induce holders of
bonds, themselves redeemable in gold and
commanding & premium, to exchange
them for currency of any kind would be
just such a stringency as is now upon the
nation. It was a far-fetched objection
that gold would demanded for them.
Brosius, of Pennsylvania, had a substitute
for the Johnson bill. It proposes to au-
thorize the secretary of the treasury to
issue notes in exchange for gold coin. To
this Johnson said he had no objection as an
independent measure, but it did not in his
opinion meet the case. People who have
gold do not have to send to Washington
City for notes in order to pay their debts.
Gold itself will do that, but people who
hold bonds, especially if they are of large
d inations, t with them discharge
their obligations. Johnson’s bill was ad-
vocated by Messrs. Walker and Hall of
Missouri, and Springer, while Cox favored
it with the substitution of some other form
of note than treasury notes. Messrs. Sperry
and Warner supported the substitute pro-
posed by Brosius.

BULLYING SIAM.

France Now Wants to Impose More Condi-
tions and Sends Out More
‘Warships.

LoxpoN, Aug. 25.—A special dispatch to
the Times from Bangkok says that M. Le
Myre de Vilers, the French special envoy,
has demanded that the Siamese Government
dismiss all Danish officers from the Siamese
gervice. The effect of such dismissals would
be the disorganization of the Siamese army
and navy. The dispatch adds that there is
every reason to fear that France is seeking
a protext to satisfy the demands of the Can-
venists in Saigon, who desire the acquisition
of more Siamese territory on the right bank
of the Mekong river. M. de Vilers has an-
nounced in Bangkok that four more French
warships are on their way to that city.
Further meetings between M. de Vilers and
the Siamese foreign ministry have been ad-
journed withont date. Another dispatch
received in this city from Bangkok says that
M. de Vilersreceived the French residents of
the Siamese capital on Wednesday and re-
quested them to submit to him proposals or
complaints, especially in regard to commer-
cial matters. He stated that his object in
asking for proposals or complaints was that
he might secure from the Siamese Govern-
ment more definite measures to advance
French commercial and other interests. M.
Bonneville, a leading French merchant of
Bangkok, in response, contrasted the former
prosperous state of French trade in Siam
with the present depression, and expressed
the hope that more cordial relations would
be established between that country and
France.

CALIFORNIAN VINEYARDS.

The Crop is Liable to Be a Heavy Loss
Through Lack of Funds to Gather it.

Sax Frawnoisco, Aug. 25.—The grape
crop in California is a fair one, but both the
vineyardists and wine makers lack the
necessary funds to take. advantage of, it.
They are consequently appealing to the var-
ious banks for the financial aid required, but
so far they have met with verg little success.
The grape product is one of the most impor-
tant in the State, and it is most essential to
all concerned that it should not be neglect-
ed for want of capital. In 1892 there were
shipped abroad wine and brandy to the value
of $7,000,000, which is equal to one-third
the value'ot the wheat exports, twice the

So
far as is at present known, there are only two
winemakers who have definitely started
with the intention to buy, and the total
amount of their intended purchase is only
some 7,000 tons, so that unless the capital-
ists come to the rescue, it will be a question
of co operation between the growers and the
winemaker if the cropis to be saved, and
even this in many cases is not practicable
through want of funds.

DUKE ALFRED.

Saxe-Coburg Diet Formally Notified of the
Duke of Edinburgh’s New Dignity.

CoBOURG, Aug., 25.—The body of Duke
Ernest of Saxe-Cobourg and Gotha was laid
in state to-day at the Castle of Rheinhards-
brunne. Many people from the villages
and the country round about the castle
viewed the remains of their late vuler. The
body was attired in the uniform of the
Cuirassiers, and upon the breast were the
orders and medals that had been awarded
the Duke. The room in which the
body was laid was profusely decorated
with flowers and mourning draperies. A
number of troops and foresters from the
Duke’s domains guarded the remains, The
Diet assembled in extraordinary session to-
day. Prime Minister Strene formally noti-
fied the members of the death of Duke
Ernest, and announced the events that had
occurred on the day following his demise,
including the taking of the oath of allegiance
to the constitution by the Duke’s successor,
the Duke of Edinburgh. The Prime Minis-
ter declared that Duke Alfred (the Dulré of
Edinburgh) had assumed the government of
Saxe-Cobourg and Gotha. The Diet adopted
a resolution expressing the hope that Duke
Alfred’s reign would prove a blessing to the
country and to the Empire.

WASHINGTON, “Aung, 25.—News -of the
United States fleet in Behring Sea has been
received from Commander Ludlow, of the
U.S.8. Mohican. The report is dated July
16, and on the 26th Commander Ludlow,
writing from St. Paul, Pribyloff Islands,
states that up to the date of the last report
nothing in the shape of sealing vessels has
been seen, either from shore or from the

American vessels, and also states that the
gunboat Petrel seized the American schooner
C. G. White, off the Sanaks, on July 7.
Concerning the seal rookeries, Commander
Ludlow says: ° They seem to be pretty
