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or disturb that order by a full exposure. He chose
the latter, and started at once for the insur-

ance oflSce. When he arrived he looked so much
like an escaped lunatic that he had some difficulty

in getting an audience with the manager, who
listened to him for a minute, and then beckoned
to a policeman who was passing, ordered him to

take that man to the asylum to await further

examination, and when that time came he was
thoroughly qualified to pass muster, and a singular
feature of his derangement was that he believed
he had no head.
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
