sc 1 sacred volume which does not confine
itself to mere questions about the text, 
but which considers the various parts 
of the Bible as literature, which asks 
such questions about the various books 
or parts of the Old Testament and the 
New, as: When were they written? 
Where were they written? By whom? 
Under what circumstances, and for 
what purpose? Were they written by 
a single author? or are they compila­
tions? In other words, the aim of the 
higher biblical criticism Is to enable 
us to understand all parts of the Bible 

I In their relations. The kind of study 
I which we would apply to Shakespeare 
or Milton, or Browning, or Dante, or 
Homer, to enable us rightly and thoro- 
Jy to understand these writers, we 
call literary criticism. When we ap­
ply «the same methods of study to the 
Bible we call it biblical criticism. The 
larger and generally the more impor­
tant part of it—all of it that Is not con­
fined to the mere text—we call the 
higher criticism.

In the book of Exodus we 
find the command to put witches to 
death. In Leviticus we find tlavcry 
enjoined as a perpetual institution.
In Deuteronomy we find the people of 
Israel forbidden to eat bad meat, but 
permitted to sell It to persons out­
side their own nation. In the liook of 
Joshua we find God represented as 
commanding the massacre of women 
and babes. Are these thing, good 
morals? Are they the kind of morals 
we want to prevail in society to-day?
Are they the kind we want to teach 
our children? Yet, according to the 
old conception of the Bible these 
teachings are all God's perfect word, 
given us for our moral guidance.
Could anything be more morally harm­
ful than such a conception?

"The new view of the Bible correct, 
this evil. It says, discriminate. It 
tells us that all parts of the Bible 
are not the Infallible word of Gcd, 
cannot be.
