Chicago, Aug. 20.—One of the most
aggressive moves made by organized
jabor in the United States in many
years, and one bearing a significant
‘challenge " to the national government,
has been undertaken in Chicago.

Thé first national union aiming to en=
trench itself in the government servicé®
i8 under process of organization among
the clerks in the postoffice. 'The ope<

ed secretly, culminating in a meeting:
held behind closed doors in the Briggs
House, where the union was formally

launched under the name of the Na-
tional Federation of Postoffice Clerks.
Postoftice employes in six large citics
of the -country—Chicago, Milwaukes,
san ¥}rancisco, Nashville, - Louisville,
and Salt Lake City--already have beeu
enrolled in the -prganization, and j da
e
a1l employes of this branch of the post-
office service are under way. .
More significant than the mere for-
mation ot the union, -hewever, is the
fuct -that the American Federation of
Labor took an active hand in its or-
ganization, thus marking the first dis-
tinct move of President, Samuel Gomp-
ers to gain a footheld for the unions
in_the government service.

It was stated by local labor leaders
that the clerks’ unies-will be used by |
Gompers to wield influznce upon con-
gressional candiddtes who display a
lykewarmness towards labor's “bil! of

e clerks also "have grievances of
their own,” which they intend to have
corrected, if possible, thru the co-oper-
ation of the. national labor. organiza-
tion. As sooy as the new  union i$
firmly established it is planned to pre-
sent to congress t%’nd‘,me president some
suggestions in way of reform in
e administration of the postoffice de-
rtment;” especially a revised table of
regulations  applying to the employ-
ment of the clerks.

e “first and chief appeal of the
clerks’ union, it is said, will be in retf-
erence to the eight-hour - day. . The
clerks, during the last two years, have
sent’ many delegations te Washington
in an effort to obtain for'themselyves
the same henefits enjoyed by other gov-
ernment employes in - the Wway of a
short working day. On each occasion
the. mission has proved a failure, prin-
cipally becaus¢ of the technieality
which classes them under the civil ser-
vice rules as ‘‘salaried public officials,”
instead of empléyes.

President Roosevelt took a stand a
year ago, hewever, which set at rest
all attempts of the clerks to intercede
in their own behalf. The president is-
whicih

legis-
lation for themselves except thru the
action of heads of departments.

The salaries of clerks in the postal
service range from $600 to $3800. The
wages are not satisfactory, according
te the promoters of the union, and tha
limit of $800 is regarded as too low to
furnish an incentive for 'long and falth.
ful service.
