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THE YANKEE FARMER AS A FIGHTER

From The New York World,: May 29.
Commenting .on the rejection of volon:
teers for physical imperfections The Medl-
cal Record says: .
“It has long been admitted that the best
blood comes to us from the rural distracts,
where healthful surroundings, outdoor life
and moderate living make the sum and
substance of that vital resistance to de-
generative "Wfluences which is ‘capable of
meeting all the ordinary strains of modern
clvilization. This is one reason why the
country lad makes his mark and succeeds
where the city-bred youngster fails.”
Nothing could be more preposterous than
this. As everyone knows who knows any-
thing about the matter, the life of the
average countryman is ‘about as unwhole-
scme in its conditions as life' well can be.
The countryman has open alr, and that
{s about all he has of wholesome cond!-
tions. It is to be credited with enabling
him to survive his other surroundings.  On
the average farm the countryman subsists
for three-fourths of the year on fried pork,
badly cooked bread and SOZEY potatoes, If
he has any vegetables at all. He has al-
most no fresh meats, and when he has
any he does not know how to cook them.
He has no access to markets from which
to draw wholesome green things, and even
during the brief season when his own gar-
den is in bearing he usually sells all of

§t8 products that a#s in good conditfon and
lives. himself -upon what he cannot sell.

He has no drainage to his house, no con-
venlence for a bath, and iin the rigorous
winter weather he usually has no ventla-
'tlon to offset the polsonous exhalations of
an . air-tight stove. He drinks his water
from a well that is often comtaminated
and the water of which §s never at any
time properly aerated before use,

Worse than these physical conditions are
his isolation, his’ loneliness, his utter lack
of Intellectual Interests and of recreative
amusements, These things are quite as
essentlal as proper nutrition itself to the
development of a save mind in a sound
body. i

Not every countryman * Is subjected to
these sprroundings. There are farm-houses,
of cou;e. in which the comditions of ccun-
try life are very much amellorated and 1n
which there are quiet Intellectual pursults
sufficlent to relax the mindl and encourage
health. But the conditions described above
are those that prevall in & great majority
of American farm-houses, as everybody
knows who has had occasion to test the
Matter by personal observation.

The average countryman s certainly not
the best material out of which to make
a goldler, as the experience of many armies
has clearly demonstrated,.and In view of
the conditions there is no reason why he
ghould be.

Washington, D.C., May 80.—The Cana-
dian negotiations which have been in
progress here for the last week were
concluded to-night, when a definite agree-
ment was reached |for the creation of
a commission which shall consider all
the subjects of controversy between the
United States and |Canada, and frame
a treaty between the Imperial Govern-
ment and the United States for the
complete adjustment of these con-
troversies. The  agreement is now to
be submitted to the British Govern-
ment for its approval, and when this
is given the organizntixm of the com-
mission will be completed.

For the present the agreement is con-
fined to the ome ppint, that the com-
mission shall be created, the time and
place for the commission to begin its
work being left for future determina-
tion. It is understood, however, that
the first meeting will be held at Quebec,
probably during the coming summer.

The membership | of the commission
will be determined | by the executive
branches of the twa Governments. 'The
discusgions during fhhe last week have
proceeded in a manper most satisfactory
to all parties concerned, it being stated
to-night by those nj‘ rticipating that the
spirit of good will was marked through-
out.

CHAMPAGNE DRINKERS MOST PAT.

Trade Treaty Between France and
the United States Said to Have
Been Agreed Upon,
Washington, May 80.~It Is stated on good
authority that the trade discussions with
France, which begin directly on the ap-

pointment of Mr. Kassan to take charge
of reciprocity negotiations, have come 1o
a successful conclusion. It is understond
that the commercial arrangement was sign-
ed last Saturday by M. Oambon, - the
French Ambassador, on the part of France,
and Mr. Kassan, speclal plenipotentiary,
on the part of the United States. The
agreement is to take effect Wednesday,
June ‘1, whén the French minimum rates
upon certain products of the United States
exported to France’ will take effect. The
proclamation of the President, announ:-
ing this fact, will be issued to-day or to-
morow.

The agreement makes the following tariff- -
arrangement: In favor of the Upited
States, manufactured and prepared pork
meats are reduced from 100 francs to 60
francs per 100" kilos (approximately 200
pounds); lard and its components are de-
duced from 40 francs to 25 francs per 100 ,
kilog, table fruif, capned meats, dried oe
pressed fruits, common wood logs, paviig
blocks, staves, hops and apples and pears,
crushed cured or dried, at the minimum
Frefich rate of duty. :

The reductions in behalf of France are
as follows: Argols shall pay a duty of
5 per cent. ad valorem; brandies. or otber
spirits, $1.75 per gallon; works of art, 15
per cent. ad valorem; still wines and ver-
muth, 35 cents per gallon, . No reduction
is made on champagnes, which remain dutl:
able as fixed In the Dingley tariff law.
