South American Live Stock Ship-
pers Making KFortunes.

A writer to The Exporter of Montreal, in
reference. to shortage of American cattle
on the Liverpool and Deptford markets,
comments on this question as follows :

“So far, the men who have come out on
top are the South Ameriean shippers, wiho
for nearly four weeks had Deptford- -market
to themselves. A Scotehman from Buenvs
Ayres. named Mtitchell had a cargo of 212
bullocks and 1200 sheep at Deptford last
Friday week, and, as they were very good
quality, and the only stock avallable, he
made his own prices, which were £21 apicce
for the bullocks and 85s for the sheep. He
cleared about £6 a head on the cattle and Ss
on sheep. Allowing for mortality losses,
his profit would not be less than £13500 ou
the shipment. But then, it was a stroke of
luck to meet just such a trade with such a
prime bunch of cattle and sheep. - A Dept-
ford correspondent tells me that on the
Monday following, although the whole show
was under 850 head, all South American,
and some cattle were there almost as good
as Mitchell’s, they were not making within
508 to 00s ($10 to $£12) a head as much, I
am particularly anxious to let my Canadian
friends know this, in order that they may
appreciate the circumstances clearly, and
not run away with the idea that the golden
age for cattle has come.”

There are only four-or five shippers of live
stock in South Ameriea, and amongst these,
we are glad to Lknow that a well-known
'J‘&vronto man, Mr. A. J. Thompson, is count-
ed.
