In the most noted training schools and
the finest hospitals the Canadian trained
nurses are in places of responsibility.

Probably the best known Canadian nurse
in the United States is Miss Betsy Russell,
a daughter of the head of the Hamilton,
Ont., Insane Asylum. Other Canadian
nurses in ‘executive positions are Misy
Burdette, who is superintendent In the
Irving-in hospital built by J. Plerpont
Morgan; Miss Rykert, who is superinten-
dent of,the training school at the Post
Graduoate spital, and Misg Richmond,
assistant head nurse at the Kemp Memorl-
a! Hospital.

The Canadian trained nurse certainly 1s

a greater feature of the profession than
is appreciated in lay circles. For some
vears the clakses of the New York Hos-
pital, for instance, have contiined on an
average 45 per cent. of Canadian girls.

The heads of many American hospitals
assign as the reason for this remarkable
proportion the fact that the Canadian
applicants generdlly come from well-to-do
families and are consequently better bred
than thelr American “sisters, which gives
them an Inestimable advantage to start
with.

THREE DIFFERENT TRIALS HELD
And Defendant Wins olthe Ground

That Burden of Proof Was
on Plaintiff. i

, Woodstock, May B5.—Judge Finkle has
Helivered his judgment in the well-known
horse case of McNally v. Lossing, which
has been tried three times and in which
the greatest interest has been manifested.
The verdict was given to the defendant,
Mr. Lossing. The judge, in giving his
decision, referred to the great deal of con-
flicting testimony presented, which made
it difficult to arrive at a proper conclu-
sion. But he held that the onus of proof
should rest 'on Mr. McNally and that there
was a possibility, after the mare had been
out of his possession for three years, that
he was mistaken. Accordingly he finds
for the defendant. Judgment Is -given
with costs. :

In brief, the history of the case is as
follows: An action of replevin was brougit
last November to recover a bay mure, al-
leged to be 11 years old, and in the pos-
session of Mr. Lossing, who lives in South
Norwick, Oxford County. The plaintif
claimed that he lost the mare in 1897 and
did not see her again until 1900, when,
with his daughter, he noticed fhe animal
in the possession of the defendant’s family
at the Otterville Fair. The plaintiff was
corroborated” by four members of his
family and 13 other witnesses. The de-
fendant and six of his famlily swore that
they had raised the mare, foaled In 1885,
and she had never been out of his posses-
slon. =
Altogether 21 witnesses for the plaintift
and 27 for the defendant were examined.
The parties were the most respectable in
the Townships of North and South "Nor-
wich, and the judge declared that the
case was the most remarkable he had ever
beard of. He did not submit it to a jury,
because the counsel for both parties stat-
ed that a jury could not be empanelled
who would likely agree.

HUGH McKINNON HURT.

Had Two of “His Ribs Broken
While on the Way to Daw-
son City.

Hugh McKinnon, who left a short time
ago to assume the position of chief of
police at Dawson City, met with a rather

serious accident during the latter portion
of the journey. A letter written by W. G.

THE POSITION AS 0 COREA

Britain and Japan Said to Be Agreed
in Resisting Mr. McLeavy
Brown’s Dismissal.

THE UNITED STATES INTERESTED

e e

Mr. Allen, U. S. Minister at Seoul,

Says _American Basiness

is Menaced.

Washington, May 5.—Mr. McLeavy
Brown, the Director of Customs at Corea,
has become an International personage of
congiderable importance. Official reports
received from Mr. Allen, the American
Minister in Seoul, show that Great Britgin
and Japan are earnestly insisting upon his
retention In the office from which it is ve-
ported he has agaln been dismissed.

Notwithstanding Russia’'s official state-
ment to thid and other Governments that
it has had no connection with the action

taken in Mr. Brown’s case, it is under-
stood that in diplomatic circles in Seoul
the disposition is to place the blame upon
the shoulders of the Russian Minister.

Both Great Britain and Japan will, it is
expected, make vigorous representations to
the Corean Emperor, with nﬁ*w to Mr.
Brown's restoration. Mr. Allen, under the
instructions sent him when Mr. Brown was
dismigsed, several weeks ago, will renew
his representations in behalf of his reap-
pointment,

In his first despatch.jo this Government
Mr. Allen asserted that Mr. Brown's remov-
al menaced American interests, and his mail
reports were elaborate on this point. Just
how Américan Interests would be injured
{s pot made plain, as it Is probable that
another person could De selected acceptable
to all the forelign Governments, and who
could perform the dafies of the office of
Director of Customs, Mr. Brown, natnr-
ally, has a grasp on Corean customs affairs,
and is friendly to American interests, so
that this Government prefers that he should
remain.

The Brown incident is not likely to pro-
voke international conflict, but the authori-
ties fear that it will be another additional
cause for irritation in the relations be-
tween Russia and Japan, and they desire
that frictlon between these two countries
sbould be minimized.

fraternized with them, and the case was
discussed by the men of the Scranton
shops at a meeting Friday night.

It was then decided that unless Hicks
was reinstated the men would quit work
at noon yesterday. A comnittee was sent
to Master Carbuilder Canfield with this
ultimatum at 9 o'clock yesterday morning.
Mr. Canfield was not in town, but the
committee’s demand was wired to him at
Dover, where he had gone to settle the
difficulties existing at that point.

The processions take place In accord-
ance with the encyclical, of the Yope,
promulgated by Archbisttop O’Connor. The
object Is to give the plenary indulgence of
the jubilee; in other words, 'the "total re-
mission of the temporal punishment due
to sin.

In order to obtain this grace, two condi-
tions muét be fulfilled; first, the confession
of sin and the worthy reception of the
blessed Eucharist; secondly, 60 visits must
be paid to the above four named churches,
or, if the visits are paid parochially, 20
will suffice. For that purpose, there will
be processions on the following four Sun-
days, so that the required nugpber of par-
ochial visits may be paild.
