Bremner élls His Story

Denies Tale of Shooting

Avers That He Was in League

With Three Others to Fleece

Junction Crap Shooters, But That the Game Failed—

Poiice Will Look Up His

Toronto Junction, Nov. 28.—The
courtroom was crowded to the doors
this morning, when the charge of hold-
ing up and shooting Charles Mutait
was lald against Harry Bremner-of
266 Church-street, The evidence taken
in the mornifig was not nearly so ex-
citing as the large crowd had antici-
pated. It was neawly a repetition of
The World’s report the morning after
the affray. J. M. Godfrey, who ap-

peared® for the prisoner, endeavered |

to_go a little behind the scenes by in-
quiring of Mr. Shaw where he had
been that night, and whether he had
been playing craps; but the magis-
trate did not think these matters rele-
vant to the ghooting, and Mr. Shaw
made no answer to the questions. Mu-
tart’s testimony was taken in the sick
man's room, and was substantially
the same as previously reported, Con-
stable Harper recited the story of the
capture and the resistance he met
with, and there were no new features
brought out in this connection.
Prisoner’'s Own Story,

The prisoner’s story in the
afternoon was the only testi-
mony which suggests the shooting in
a new light. He avers that he did not
fire a shot, His story is substantially
a8 follows: :

Freeman
and “Bud” stayed back, Bremner,
went upetairs into thé room, where

e saw six men. Four were playing
craps, and the other two were dealing.
Bremner decided that, with so ' few
around the tabie, it would be danger-
ous to use the loaded dice, Had there
been a big crowd, Freeman.would have
gone up later to assist Bremner in.the
game.' He came downstairs,.and teld:
Freeman how matters stood., Free-
man accused Bremuer of cowardice in
not using the dice, . and said, “T'm
barred from all these games; but give
me your coaf. hat and muffler, and
I'll go upstairs.” He took Bremner's
coat, muffler and hat, and was half-
way across the street when ‘two men
came out. Bremmner says he stcpped,
and heard nothing more until two
shots were fired. Then he started ‘o
run down Ieele-street, When he had
gone down some distance, Freeman
and Willlams caught up to him. and
he gave Freeman his coat. hat and
muffler back. Freeman and Williams
ran in one direction. He took an-
other. Freeman. he says, was 5 feet
8 inches, and Williams about 6 feet.

Asked a Question.

When he got to Bloor-street, he saw
Constable Harper, and said “Good
evening.”

Harper said. “You shot a man at
Toronte Junction!” and he replied, in
a query, “I've ghot a man?”
