A Montreal man has iny, an auto-
matic hydraulic air compressor, with
which he hopes to create ‘&iifévolugion
in mining operations, It is #aid to fvork
itself and to run along without attention,
He has built a little model, which shows
his plan of operations, which may be
briefly described as follows: A shaft is
sunk in the earth with a big chamber
or drum at the bottom, Water is poured
in the top of the shaft. As it enters it
collects air in great bubbles> or globules
and carries them to the hogtat,, The
force of the descending water.prevents
them arising in the column and escaping.

Arriving at the bottom the bubbles col-
Ject in the upper portio%l of the drum,
compressed, whence the ifiir is drawn o

in the usual manner by pipes. The
i water, having formeg ﬁlpclerﬂce in

pulling down the air, and compressing
it by weight; ‘ruus out at the bottom of
the drum and rises in another column to
the surface, where it goos off in the tail
race. is a safet, pe- in tke
drum at the bottom, so if pressure
ever becomes too great the water is for2-
ed down in the drum below the entrance
to this safety pi{‘e and the air escapes.
It is stated in favor of the mew
scheme that a square shaft 16 feet a
side and 250 deep, with a cast-iron down
pipe 11 feet in diameter within it. and
a one-foot diameter: lg within that for
compressed air, wi required in or-
der to furnish enough air for 1000 horse-
power at 100 pounds pressure above the
atmosphere, he cost of this, includicg
excavation, timbering, cast-iron pe
and staving, will come near $10,000.
Dam, sluices, head and tail races ma
be exgectod to cost another $20,000, al-
though this will vary so very much uc-
cording to locality that no properly de-
fined figure can be given. he total
cost, therefore, on this system of a
horse-power installation would be about
per horse-power. This compares
most favorably with the cost of turbine
plants now at work, whick have cost
all the way from to $120 per horse-
power for installation, according to cir-
cumstances.

Springs, and was the only place on
Kootenay Lake designated as a town.
Kaslo point, bay and river had not thep
been named.

The existenee of mineral in the Slocan
according to the writer of this_ retro-
spective article, in The Spokane Spokes-
man, was undreamed of, and yet now
for two years two railway lines have
been heavily taxed to transport the ore
from this region to the outside world.
The writer then proceeds to give a cur-
sory description of the Slocan as it now
appears.

To properly visit the Slocan distriet,
he says, the start must be made from
Kaslo. On the Kaslo & Slocan Railway
the trip up the Kaslo Valley is quite
interesting, and from Bear Lake, on the
sumimit, to Sandon or Cody it is thrilling.

THE GRENADIERS' NEW COLORS,

The Interesting Ceremeony Which Wil
Take Place oen the Universtty Lawn
on Queen’s Birthday.

A very Interesting ceremony on Mornday
(the Qucen’s Birthday) will be the present-
ing of the new colors to the Koyal Grena-
diers on Varsity lawn, at 11 o’clock.

The presentation will be made by Mrs.
Grasett, and the address will be read by
Sir Casimir Gzowski. The colors will be
conseerated by the Bishop of Toronto, as-
sisted by the Rev. Mr. Baldwin, the regi-
mental chaplain,

Most Appropriate Design.

_The colors, which are now on exhibition
in Murray's window, King-street, are very
handsome, the design having been sanc-
tioned by the Governor-General, On one
corner is seen an Imperial crown, while on
the lower corner is the maple leaf. In the
lower centre is a buffalo, distinctive of
the Northwest, where the regiment served
with renown.

On arriving at the lawn on Monday, the
ceremony of presenting the colors will be
immediately proceeded with, and will be of
a very Interesting character.

Deialls of the Ceremony.

The battalion will be drawn up in line in
open order, except the color party, band
and drums. The place for the color party
will be preserved by three non-commission-
ed officers. The old colors, with the three
sergeants of the color party and double
sentries, will be in front of the left of the
line, at right angles to it, and the band
and drums placed as for trooping. The
lieutenants of the ¢olor party will be with
the escort (the right company), which will
be commanded by a captain. The new col-
ors, cased, will be in rear of the centre,
in charge of two senior color-sergeants.

Time-llonored Usage.

The old colors will be trooped. On reach-
Ing the right of line, the old colors wii
take post in front of the escort, which will
then advance about 10 paces, form to the
left, and in that order proceed to the left
of the line ; the band will follow, playing
“Auld Lang 8yne.” The escort will return
to its place by the rear ; the old colors,
cased, being left In rear of the battalion,
in charge of two color sergeants.

in Open Square,

The battalion will then form three sides
of a square, The drums will be piled in
the centre ; the new colors will be brought
HE from the rear by the color-sergeants in
charge, and placed against the plle of
drums, one on cach side, the Queen’s color
on the right. The major and senfor llen-
tenant will then take charge of the Queen's
colors ; the next senlor officer and next
senfor lleutenant of the regimental color.
These officers will uncase the colors and
replace them agaipst the drums,

The consecration will then proceed.

After the consecration, the major will
hand the Queen's eolor to the person pre-
senting the eolor, from whom the senlor
lHeutenant will receive It, going down on
the right knee; the regimental color will in
like_manner be handed by the next senlor
officer, and received back by the second
sonlor lleutenants ; both lleufenants will
then risec.

Addresses will next follow.

Line will afterwards be formed and ranks
opened, the colors unfurled and turned to-
ward the centre, of the line, and will be
given a general salafe. The cojor party
will then march iif thnme with *“God Save
the Queen’ to its place in line.

The battalion will then march past, the
new colors following in rear of the eolumn,

In ease the weather should prove unsuit-
able for the ceremony to take place as In-
tended, the regiment will parade at 9.43,
and the colors will be “presented at 11
o'clock at the Armouries, after which din-
ner will be provided for the regiment.
