Allotment of Time for Bill C-ll
This bill has been around since last spring when the then 

minister of finance, the hon. member for Rosedale, presented 
his budget. We have already passed two or three bills which he 
presented. What is in this bill is not new. The additions 
brought down by the Minister of Finance in his so-called 
mini-budget were not extensive in terms of technicalities.

The other point is the comment which was made in the 
Financial Post by a lawyer whose name escapes me. I para­
phrase what he said. He stated that anyone who knows any­
thing about tax law would have to tear out his hair in 
frustration if he expected to find any enlightenment about 
what was going on from what was said in the House of 
Commons.
