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'MILES OF CAR

Last Night’s Storm Was
the Hardest Proposition
the St. John Railway
Company Has Ever En-
countered—Only Partial
Service This Morning.

The street railway company was up
against the hardest proposition in their
experience in the storm of last night. Fol-
lowing the snow and rain, the weather
turned severely cold and the tracks all
over the system were completely encased
in ice. An attempt was made to keep
the cars going all night, but the ice form-
ed. so quickly that it was impossible to
keep the rails cleared. Early this morn-
ing a lurge force of men were sent over
the main line with picks and shovels and
every foot of the way had to be dug out.
Shortly after ten o'clock cars were being
run regularly from the north end to the
head of King street, but the other part
of the main line was &till in the hands of
the pick and shovel men.

The Carleton and Fairville services were
completely tide up, as was. also the Para-
dise row branch. One track of the Doug-
las Avenue service was opened up about
ten o’clock and an effort was being made
to get the other track open.

Several cars left the rails vin various
parts of the system and were
with difficulty. On Mill street the big
plow left (the rails and a number of the
cars were kept busy for some time before
it was again placel on the track.

H. M. Hopgper, secretary-treasurer of
the company was seen about 1.30 o’clock
and told of the progress of the work up
to the time. -

The green route—Main, King, Brittain
and St. James streets, was in operation;
one line of thé Douglas Avenué branch
was in operation and one line from the
Carleton ferry to the bridge was clear.
The Paradise Row line was tied up,
though a couple of cars were running
from King street to Haymarket square.
The Fairville line was also ice bound.

Hutchinson, at thée observatory, Custom
house: The lowest thermometer reading
early yesterday morning was 9.6 below
vero; at 11 p.m., last night it was® 42
above, making a range of 52 degrees in
18 hours, Snow fell between noon and 8
o'dock last night, when it turned to sleet
and 1ain. About 11.20 last night the wind
shifted from the southeast to north, when
the rain turned to sleet and rain, followed
by clearing and cold weather, and at 9

' ‘a/m. this morning the temperature was
12 above. “At first there was 4 inches of
snow followed by about 3-4 of inch o2
rain, topped by another 2 inches of hard
sleet and snow. The greatest velocity of
the wind last night was 36 miles an hour
from the north, with frequent. gusts at &
higher speed. The indications are now folr
fine and much colder weather. At Point
Lepreaux last night it blew a moderate
northerly gale.

Dr.. Philip Cox . Delivers an
Interesting Lecture Before
St. Peters Y. M. l}.

Dr. Philip Cox, professor of Natural
Science of the U: N. B, lectured before
St. Peters Y. M. A. yesterday atternoon
on Forests of Our Province and their
Preservation.  The speaker was greeted
by a large audience, who appreciated the
address highly. He said that;in New
Brunswick there was in the vicinity of
7 million acres of Crown Lands, and was
difficult to measure their worth. Take
the material from the forests after pass-
ing through several stages, and arriving
at the mill, the amount Jdistributed in its
manufacture of deals compared to the
manufacture in pulp, will be $4.50 against
$12. The speaker suggested that -induce-
ments should be offered in way of subsidy
or otherwise for the establishment of pulp
mills. He referred to the neglect of the
remarkable water power in the province,
and said the policy hitherto was to se-
gure a minimum of benefit out of a maxi-
mum of raw material. He pointed out
that great damage was sustained by forest
fires, and said it was an error to permit
hunters to enteér the woods prospecting
in August and September. A large num-
ber of forest fires occur in these months
by  carelessness in the woods. Another
mistake was to allow operators to cub
trecs of the dimensions mentioned in the
existing regulations, and we should learn
from the conservatism of other countries
iwith refernce to the size of the trees cut.
i From personal observation, he knew that
lthe waste in New Brunswick is consider-
able, when the large cut anmually, and
the want of preservation are considered.
| He prophesied that at the rate now under
| progress, the forests would be depleted
.in not many years. He noticed also that
lumber was only at present being cut
after three generations on land that had
suffered by forest fires in 1825.

| Havana, Jan. 15—On January 28, at
noon, the Cuban people will come into
their own, for the second time at the
{hands of the American government. 1t
i was on May 20, 1902, that the American
iﬂag. hoisted after the war with Spain,
iwas hauled down in favor of the blue-
striped, single-starred ensign of Cuba.

This republic, for which the Cubans
\jainly fought Spain so many years, lasted
little more than the period between presi-
dential elections in. the United States.
In September, 1906, a company of mar-
ines landed at the palace from the United
States cruiser Denver, and halted a victor-
jous revolutionary army on the outskirts
of Havana and American intervention,
which happened first against a foreign
power, was once more a fact, 'this time
to set things right among, the Cubans
themselves.

The Liberal party, which claims to be
the party of the common people, goes into
power as the result of an almost unani-
mous vote. Most of the newspapers say
that the majority of the people are deep-
ly humiliated that intervention in the is-
land affairs became necessary, and urge
the politicians of all parties to remember
the mistakes of the past, and to do noih-
ing that would make another and longer
intervention possible.

Major-General Jose ‘Miguel Gomez, sold-
ier, statesman and veteran of the revolu-
tion against Spain in 1895-6, the new presi-
dent has magnanimously decreed that al-
though the Conservative party vote in the
recent election was almost mnothing, that
party shall ha\ve thirty - per cent. of the
appointive offices. ~ The details of. the
inauguration of Gomez on January 28, are
yet incomplete. Several warships from
‘America are expected to be in the harbor
and they undoubtedly will fire a national
salute, but neither United States sailors
nor soldiers remaining on the island will
participate in the inaugural parade, be-
cause their presence might detract from
the pride of the people in the return of
native sovereignity.

_ The Methodist ministers met this morn-
ing in the parlors of Centenary church,
}vith Dr. Flanders in the chair. The most
important matter before the -meeting “was
the recording of a resolution giving sup-
port to the present campaign being in-
augerated against tuberculosis in this city.
The resolution reads as follows:

“Whereas, we, the members of the Me-
thodist Ministers’ Association of St. John,
are painfully impressed with the urgent
necessity that exists for taking active
measures in coping with the dread disease
tuberculosis.

“And, whereas, we realize the vital
needs for the immediate provision of a
sanitarium for the molation and scientific
treatment of all persons affected with the
disease;

“Therefore, resolved, Filst that we put
on record our hearty sympathy with every
movement looking toward the supression
and eradication of the evil deplored and
our earnest desire to co-operate with the
same to the utmost of our ability, and,
second, that we cordially unite with other
organizations ‘in urging upon ‘the govern-
ment the necessity which exists for prov-
incial sanitorium for tubercular subjects.

Miss Charlesworth, an attractive young
woman of 25, who lived with her parents

ported as killed while motoring in the dir-
ection of Penmaenmawr with  her sister
and a chaufféur on Saturday, Jan. 9th.
