Spencer Boys Bereaved.

Job Spencer, father of two of To-
ronto’s foremost athletes, passed away
at the Wellesley Hospital on Saturday
afternoon. following a serious opera-
tion earlier in the day, from the effects
of which he fdiled to rally. He passed
' his early days.in Manchester, England, |
but came to Canada twenty-six ycarsi
ago. Accompanied by his wife, he later
returned to England, and his sons, Ar-
thur. and. Willie, fameus. bicycle riders,
were born there. Righteen years ago
"‘the family came to Canada. Mr. Spen-
cer was fifty-two.yeags. of age and ap-
parently until lately in robust health, as
he was emplayed in the
munitions. He is survived by his wife,
three daughters and .two sons, the

New York, Dec. 5—Wladek Zbyszko,
_the mighty son of Poland, lived up. to
his press agent’s description last night
at the opening of the international wrest-
ling tournament at the Lexington The-
atre, when he scored a triumph over
George Manich, a Serbian wrestler, in
one of the finish bouts. Zbyszko, dis-
play}ng all of the form which has earned
him the reputation of being among the
foremost contenders for the laurels now
worn by Frank Gotch, made his Serbian
opponent look like a novice during the
short time the bout lasted, and after two
minutes and twenty-seven seconds of
tussling, he pinned the shoulders of Man-
ich to the mat with a body hold.

This hold proved the most effective of
the few attempted by Zbyszko, and in
downing his rival with it the Polish
wrestler lifted Manich clear of the floor
to hurl him to the mat with a thud.
From the start Zbyszko was on the
offensive and kept the Serbian busy
writhing out of- the few holds he tried
as somewhat in the nature of prelimin-
ary holds.

This, as a matter of fact, was all that
the holds could be termed for it seemed
that the Polish athlete was simply feel-
ing out his opponent and getting warmed
to his task. That it didn’t take him
long to get warmed up was evident with
the clean-cut and decisive manner with
which he disposed of his first adversary
of the tournament in 2.27.

Dr. B, F. Roller, the veteran wrestler
of Rochester, was another performer in
a finish bout, but he was forced to
much harder efforts before being vic-
torious. Dr. Roller engaged Tom Mc-
Dermott, the Irish mat man, in. the
first finish bout, and won after 26 min-
utes 18 seconds with a wrist lock and
body scissors.

Several times during this bout it ap-
peared that the Rochester veteran would
make short work of McDermott, and the
biggest part of the offensive work was
accomplished by Dr. Roller.
