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A meeting of the local Young 

Judaean organization was held last 
evening In the Synagogue Hall, Carleton 
street, to celebrate the issuing of the 
Balfour Declaration by Great Britain 
on Nov. 2, 1917.

A. Ralph Isaacs, president of, the 
organization, presided, and there were 
present about 85 members. The chair­
man in his opening remarks referred to 
the condition of the Jewish people in 
the world prior to the issuing of the 
declaration end the effect of the man­
date upon the Jews of the world. He 
spoke of the accomplishments in Pales­
tine since the issuing of the declaration* 
and made special mention of the mod- 

cities that have sprung up in the 
recent years. Other notable signs ol 
progress that might be noted in Pales­
tine today -included the hydro develop­
ment of, the River Jordan and the 
Hebrew University.

A. Babb, principal of the St. John 
Hebrew school, gave the address of the 
evening. He drew a comparison be­
tween the declaration of Cyrus, King of 
Persia, issued to thè Jews exiled in 
Babylon in the year 537 B. C. E., and x 
that of Earl Balfour issued to the Jews 
of the world on Nov. 2, 1917. The 
speaker referred to the part played ISy 
the Jews of all countries in the Great 
War. He said the Balfour declaration 
was the manifestation of-Great Brit­
ain’s appreciation of the sacrifices by 
her Jewish subjects, and the valuable 
assistance rendered by that eminent 
English Jew, Dr. Chiim Weitzman, 
Professor of Chemistry at Manchester 
University, to whom was credited the 
invention of T. N. T. 
eluded by appealing to the Judaeans of 
today to follow the noble example set 
by their ancestors during the troubled 
Maccabean period.

Ben Guss, chairman of the Judaean 
Leaders’/ Council, reminded his hearers 
of the Tièroic deeds achieved by) the 
Jewish Legion in the Holy Land dur­
ing the Great War. The nucleus of 
this Legion was organized from 
refugees driven from Palestine by the 
Turk, and was composed of Jews from 
every allied country.

Eli Boyaner introduced the speakers 
of the evening and spoke of the Import­
ance of the event to Young Judaeans.
The evening was brought to a close 
by the singing of the Hebrew anthem, 
Haiikvah, and God Save the King.
