Sticking to his post, Bodner tried his
prakes and gears again and again and,
"deciding that there was nothing to do
but try and steer the machine safely to
the bottom of the hill; attempted to
guage a safe track by glancing to the
rear. The heavy bus struck a rock near
Targee . Street, more than a block from
its starting point, swefved suddenly and
crashed into an electric light pole.
