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NOTHING DECADENT ABOUT BRITISH TRADE

There is nothing decadént about Great
Britain’s figures of foreign trade for 1912,
says Bradstreet’s. On the contrary, these
data are of euch a,rcharacter as to ‘enable
the' people of the United Kingdom to
view them with much gsatisfaction, for
never before weré suchi totals of imports
and exports attained. Imports mede a
néw high record, 28 did’ also exports and
last year imports
reached the emormous sum of £744,897,000,
while exports mounted to £487,434,000,
and re-exports ascended to £111,838,000,
the three items combined giving a total of
£1,344,169,000. Imports in 1912, contrast-

Great Britain mot only continues to do
business as of old, but it is also doing
more than tolerably well 'in selling its
wares, and at the same time it is a liber-
al purchaser of other countries’ wares.
Our oversea cousin provides a free mar-
ket for all who desire ‘to sell therein, and
what is not used within its own borders

An English Idea For Public
Schools

STUBIES UP 10 BATE

Weuld Take up Big Matters of
Every Day Life in Shaping
Bey’s Future—Teacher Tells of
His Experience

{London Standard).

The turning of boys into cosmopolitan
politicians in order to give living interest
to echool-work is suggested by the educa-
tional reformer whose proposal to separ-
ate the teaching of the classics from the
teaching of the dead languages was given
in The Standard on Saturday. Some of
the further changes which he will bring
before the future London conference were
outlined in an interview with a representa-
tive.

“Interest in current events ought to be
much more fully utilized"in education than
is at present,” he said. - “Personally, I

revision of the curriculum with epecial re-
fetence to the things that are prominent-
ly before the public mind in that year.
For instancé, one might, I suppose, grant
that the Balkan war and the phenomenon
of strikes are subjects of general talk and
interest now.” Boys come to their schools
from homes where there is almost neces-
earily some kind of vivid comment on these
events. But when they get to their
schools they are drafted off on to many
subjects which can have no conceivable
reference to anything that they have found
agitating the world of their homes. They
are made to learn by rote the dates of the

Egyptian kings, the quarrels of Marius and |

the Roman Republic, the precise nuﬁer
of elephants used in the train of Xerkes,
and a thousand other inanities.

“The idea which I have found to work
well in real school practice is to teach
boys the facts that happened in the past
solely in reference to facts that are hap-
pening in the present. Take the Balkan
war, for example. The curriculum of his-
tory ought to be altered next year by -this |
current event. Boys ought to learn when
and how the Turk came into Europe. The
extraordinary rise of Mahommetanism, its
inflyx over Spain, the long successive con-
ficts between Europe and the Turk —
all these things have, in the last few
months, become important subjects of
knowledgé. The Battle of Hastings has,
for the moment, become very much less
significant, even to Englishmen, than this;
battle of Lepanto.

Strikes as a Study g

Our boys might really be turned into lit-
tle cosmopolitan politicians if this kind
of intevest were made predominant in our
schools. In the matter of “‘strikes,” again,
I should suggest that their recurrence
during the last year-gives schoolmasters an
opportunity of getting their boys to study
the many economic revolts which have oc-
.urred, both in Europe and in England,
Thus, they would learn how to deal with

“strikes’” when they were adult, and howl%“: with the small capital of about $20,-
55‘25;000,000, which with the exception of

to regard them sanely. Indeed, I should
propose that ome of the subjects of mext
term’s history Jlessoms in every school
should be “Revolts.”” This would give
scope for all eorts of individual interest
and research. The Roman slave-war, the
peasants’ revolt, the Civil War, the French
Revolution, the Chartist movement—these
would form some of the items of the
course. A strong existing interest in mod-
ern boys would be turned to scholastic
advantage.

“Briefly, then, an annual revision of the
curriculum in reference to current events
ie my demand. This would not disturb
the permanent elements of teaching. It
ought to be carried out by the boards of |
governors, the headmasters, and the school-
masters of each school. There might pos-
sibly” be some general school co-operation,
but I prefer the idea of separate school
decisions. It would be essential that the
priuciple of almost annual variation should
be preserved. The outside world moves
on the whole very quickly, and a ‘current
subject’ such as I wish to introduce soon
gets out of date. But there is always
something important going on, and the
public interest in it should be utilized.

“In a rather larger way this praetice
could be extended to the teaching of liv-
ing languages. As the political order of
the world changes, so the general utility
of the knowledge of respective languages
changes. We do not learn French and
German because they are pretty forms of
expression, and possess pretty literatures,
but becouse France and Germany are para-
mount powers in the European council.
Our school authorities ought to watch
events carefully, to observe the rise and
relative positions of races, and to bring
into the curriculum of living languages
the language of any people which begins
to come prominently forward in affairs.

Insulated History

“One other change which would assist
our boys to get a grip of current things
would be to teach them English history
out of books on European history. The
fault at present is that English history.
in insulated, and €o emall details are giv-
en, in boys’ minds, an exaggerated import-
ance. I always take my boys first through
a European survey of the period they are
learniig. Then I make them learn the
period from a French or German history
book. Finally, they are put throuugh it in
an English history. In this way they get

Dingléy ' or the McKinley acts.
“Indeed,” Mr. Payne added, “The Dem-
ocrats seem to want to adopt certain fea-
tures of the Payne act which they con-
demned so strongly. So far as tariff
changes go mow, the democrats are the
masters of the situation.” .
