Interest in City as First
for Pacific

The development of Vancouver Island

; the C. P. R. is undoubtedly giving
he directors and officials charged with |
the duty the greatest concern at pres-
nt. The selection of R. M. Marpole to[
ake the most prominent part in this|
work is regarded as a fortunate one,|
rot only from the company’s stand-
point, but also with respect to Van-
couver Island. Mr. Marpole is an ex-
tremely practical man, and has given
evidence that he regards the Island as
a source of great riches.

While there has been a lot of talk
about the plans of the C. P. R. with
respect to rallway development on the
Island, very little has been definitely
decided upon by the company. A Do-
minion subsidy stands ready on the
continuation of the road from Welling-
ton to Comox. This the company will
undoubtedly build dt once in order to
save the subsidy.

On the authority of officials of the
company it is safe to say that nothing
definite has yet been decided about
continuing the road to the north end
of the Island. In fact, according to the
officlals of the company, the proposi-
tion has not been seriously considered
It is evident therefore that it will
be several years at least before the
company takes into consideration the
landing of passengers at the north end
of the Island in an effort to expedite
the transfer of mails. It can readily
be understood that when the G. T. P.
comes into use with the shorter trans-
Pacific route the C. P. R. may find it
necessary to provide a competitive
route by cutting off all the time pos-
sible, including a call for their trans-
Pacific lines near Cape Scott, and a
quick dispatch to the Mainland by fast
steamer or otherwise to connect with
the line which it is fuily expected the
C. P. R. will build across the northern
part of the province by way of the
Yellowhead Pass.

But this is a scheme which yet exists
only in a vague and general way. When
this company gets down to actual sur-
veys and working out the details,
many changes may be wrought in what
is only a very indefinite proposition at
present.

An official in the company, in close
touch with headquarters, stated a
short time ago that some time it may
be considered wise to call at Cape
Scott—and in this designation they un-
doubtedly meant - somewhere at the
northern end of Vancouver Island, and
not the particular poirt named.

In making this statement the official
conveyed no idea that the company
was seriously considering this propo-
sition however.

He likewise put aside the proposition
that the Empresses would enter Bark-
ley Sound, and call at a point on Al-
berni canal, there to land fast maile
which would be carried across by rail
to the east side of Vancouver Island at
Nanaimo and by fast steamer to Van-
couver. This was impracticable, he
said, as the time consumed in getting
into Alberni canal would almost bring

the Empress to Victoria. The distance
by rail across to Nanaimo would be!
about equal to that from Victoria to
Nanaimo, so that no saving would real-
ly be effected.

The construction of a line to Alberni
would be in the interests of general
trade, and could not be for the pur-
pose of seeking a port of call for the |
Empresses.

It seems evident therefore that the
C. P. R. Company has no intention
for a considerable time to come at least
to make any port of call on this side
of the Pacific before Victoria is reach-
ed. This city is to be the first port
of call, and there can be no question
that the company intends to make
very radical innovations at this port.
The C. P. R. has been steadily pursu-
ing a policy with respect to Victoria,
which gives assurance to everyone that
they have come to stay. The works
carried out by that company have all
been. of the most substantial character
Provision has been made for the coast-
ing trade, but witk all this work noth-
ing has so far been done to provide for
distinctive accommodation for their
deep sea liners. This is not according
to the usual plans of the C. P. R., and
prompts the belief that the company
is but awaijting some turn in events
before making provision for their
trans-Pacific shipping. At various
times there have been rumors that the
company was about to enter Esqui-
malt in this connection, but nothing
definite has taken place. There is rea-
son to suppose, however, that within a
short time a conclusion will be reached
by -the company on this question of*
deep water docking, and Victoria will
then see the most complete accommo-
dation provided.

Luting centre for the Oriental trade.

The Empresses are every year carry-
ing more general traffic,c and an in-
creased number of passengers bound
not alone for Britich territory, but also
for Seattle and points in the United
States. From Victoria the distribution
can readily be made, now that the C.
P. R. operates its own steamers out of
Victoria for Seattle.

While the C. P. R. may be expected
to run a spur line from the Welling-
ton-Comox extension, so as to connect
with the Alberni canal, it is quite as
probable that the Cowichan Lake
branch of the road will be built. This
is acknowledged to be easily construct-
ed. It opens up moreover a splendid
area of country and a rich tourist re-
sort. Just as the Wellington-Alberni-
Comox branch would invade the Cam-
eron. Lake district, so the Dunecans-
Sarita route . would open up the
Cowichan Lake country.

Vast timber resources lie in the Cow-
ichan Lake area, and upon the com-
pletion of that line the C. P. R. will
endeavor to come to an understanding
for the carriage of timber over the
route and the discarding of the prac-
tice of floating the logs down the Cow-
ichan river, with the destruction to
fishing, which follows the tearing up
of the gravel beds. A subsidy exists
for the Wellington-Comox branch, so
that it is fair to expect that work may
be undertaken .a little earlier than the
Cowichan branch. Officials of the line,
however, see in the latter a necessary
road both for commercial purposes and
as a tourist route with which the com-
pany is so interested at present.

Diverse Views as to Advisability-—
Necessity and Powers Held

Will there or will there not be an
official map for Victoria? What is an
official map anyway? How is it to be
actual practice to proper-
ties‘which have for long encroached on
city or private rights?

Favor Establishment of Experimental
Farm or Station.

The adjourned annual meeting of the
Kootenay Fruit Growers’ Association
was held in Nelson last week. C. W.
Busk, the president, secretary and E.
Applewhaitg were appointed a com-
mittee to consider changes and amend-
ments to the constitution and to report
at the next general meeting.

Messrs Ford and Fraser got this mo-
tion passed after a good deal of dis-
cussion: “That the Xootenay Fruit
Growers’ Assoliation feel it necessary,
in the interests of the fruit industry
of the Kootenays, that an experimental
farm or station be established at a
point in the Kootenays, and with that
end in view the president and the sec-
retary be and are hereby requested to
communicate with the proper authori-
ties in the matter impressing upon
them the necessity of establishing such
an institution.”

COUNCIL CONSIDERS
PROPOSED BY-LAWS

Repayment of Loan for Building of.
Incinerator Extends Over Twenty-
five Years.

As indicated in Monday’s Times, a
number of important by-laws along
with the question of the increase of
salary asked for by the civic employees
who were overlooked in the late raise
came up before the council on Mon-
day evening.

For a moment it looked as though
star chamber sessions were to be aban-
doned. Ald. Fullerton proposed that
the council resolve itself into a commit-
tee of the whole and deal with the ap-
plications seriatim. The Mayor was
willing, and for a moment things went
merry as a marriage bell,

The first application, that of the park
caretaker, asking for a raise was under
discussion, when Ald. Hall gravely
arose in his place and asked that this
be laid over. All questions regarding
salary should be dealt with in private.
The aldermen awoke as from a trance,
and wquickly decided to leave the mat-
ter till the end of the regular session.
Some one synically suggested “‘that
there might be some things of interest
to the press yet to be dealt with.”

The by-laws above mentioned now
came under consideration. The incin-
erator by-law was first dealt with.
Here .<1d. Vincent objected. Fifty
vears was too long. And while his
views on the durability and use of such
plants would not bear too close inspec-
tion, his financial judgment was sound.
When he had explained that the addi-
tional levy would be trifling and the
saving in interest, the council decided
to make the period twenty-five years.
This by-law ‘was, therefore, referred
back to the auditor for a statement as
to the: levy required. As originally
figured it stood at 1-7 of a mill-on the
doilar.

The surface drainage by-law asking
for $50,000 on the city’s credit received
its first and second readings.

It begins to look as though Ald. Mes-
ton’s by-law might not get beyond its
second reading. At the outset Ilast
night, it was found to be defective, and
after various listless attempts at
amendment it was laid over for future
consideration.

DREDGE IS WORKING
AT HIGH PRESSURE

Operation of Filling in the James
Bay Flats Will Be Completed
Soon.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

fhe dredge King Edward is now
working twelve hours a day throwing
mud into the James Bay flats. It is
expected that the operation will be
than expected,
within three weeks’ time.

Already one entire side of the flats
is filled to a depth of about twelve feet.

During the past few days the piping |

has been shifted on several occasions,
as immediately beneath the outpour
the mud accumulates very rapidly.

! There have been but few testing opera- |
tions to determine the amount of solid |
matter coming through, but it is esti- |

mated that at no time during the pre-
sent work has more than forty per
cent. of mud and other solid matter

{ come through the piping.

The dredge is being moved from place
to place in the bay as the quantity of
fillng matter becomes exhausted. Next

week she will be shifted to the C. P. R. |
will be ‘

wharf end, and  the piping
thrown open on the south side of the
flats, which are at present only cover-
ed with water which has been drawn
from the place where the filling in is
now in progress.

Each day the dredge throws into the
flats approximately 2,500 cubic yards of
gsolid matter. This is an increase of
500 cubic yards since she was
working nine hours a day. As a con-
sequence the compbpletion of the work
has been greatly hastened, and the
task of the King Edward will be com-
plete about the middle of March.

It has not yet been decided whether
the city will bear a part of the cost of
the 35,000 cubic yards of dry filling
which will be needed when the present
operation is complete.

OBJECTION TO PLAN

Provincial Government Willing to
Assist--Routine Business
Transacted.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

A considerable amount of business,
chiefly of a routine nature, was trans-
acted at Monday’'s meeting.
Communications galore were showered
on the worthy aldermen, till at one time
it looked as though a large amount of
it would necessarily be laid over. But
by curtailing discussion on minor mat-
ters, it was eventually all gotten rid of.

In answer to the letter of J. Gour-
deau, Deputy Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, it was stated that the city
had no objection to a wharf |being con-
structed on the west side of the bay. In
answer to Mr. Cherry, it was announc-
ed that the old Esquimalt road would
be improved. Other requests for street
improvement were likewise granted.

A. P. Luxton placed himself on re-
cord as being against the widening of
Rockland Avenue. If the present street
were properly macadamized, the side-
walks, etc., placed in proper condition,
there was no need for widening it. As,
moreover, with one ‘exception, he
alone of the residents of Rockland Ave-
nue, opposed the proposed improve-
ment, it will be gone on with. In this
connection a letter from the provincial
government was read announcing that
the latter was willing to assist in the
beautifying of the said avenue. They
asked, however, for further particulars.

At this the hearts of the aldermen were
very glad, and they decided to make
all haste in complying with the re-
request. This serenity of mind en-
abled them, doubtless to listen with ex-
emplary patience to the Rockland resi-
dents’ request for their sewer and gas
pipes to be laid in the same trench.
They decided against such a course on
the objection of Ald. Vincent. At this
juncture Ald. Fullerton .read the press
a nice little lecture. The city was gov-
erned by thepress this year. Someone
somewp‘é(e was giving things away.
Ald. Pell took up the subject. The
worthy alderman had given a very
lengzthy interview to one of the local
papers, but that did not prevent him
from airing his views. He was amazed
got at the inner
heart of the council, and laid it bare
to the public. Many things
should have come before the council
first, were to be learned of through the
medium of the press. -Hé took eccasion
at the same time to réad Ald. Hender-
son a lecture on the proper procedure
of the streets, bridges and sewers com-
mittee. According to his view they had
no right to do anything, save by first
asking leave of the council. Even an
innocent request for the views of resi-
dents as to whether or not they favor-
ed the'local improvement plan was out
of order.

Ald. Henderson endeavored to soothe
the troubled mind of his worthy friend
by pointing out that it was done in
good faith, and to save the council un-
necessary trouble.

THE NEEDS OF
VICTORIA WEST

RESCLUTIONS ADOPTED
AT CITIZENS' MEETING

Committee Will Waiton City Council
and Submit By-law Regarding
School Question.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The needs .of Victoria West, and no-
tably the urgent necessity for a new
school, were the subjects of discussion
at a meeting of the Municipal Voters’
Association ‘held at Victoria West Ath-
letic hall Monday. Frank Hinde pre-
sided. Trustee Jay was present in his
private capacity, and the result of an
interesting discussion was that a com-
mittee will wait upon the city council
and submit to that bedy a by-law with
reference to the question of a schoo),
which, in the unanimous opinion of ail
those present, is every day becoming
a more vital necessity

After Phil. R. Smith had read the
minutes of the last meeting, Trustee
Jay arose to speak. He briefly re-
capitulated the various by-law with
reference to a new Victoria West
school which had comc before the city,
and had proved abortive. The question
before the meeting to-night, he said,
was the question of an appropriation
for the new school. To get this it was
necessary to submit a by-law. td the
city for its consideration.

Such a by-law gave rise to two ques-
tions. In the first place should this
by-law be submitted by itself, or should
it be coupled with the request for an
appropriation to meet additional ac-
commodation in the central part of the
city. The second was the question of
the site. With regard to the latter
question, in his opinion, the part of the
Indian reserve, north of the Esquimalt
road, was the best availale site in the
district. If it were possible, he thought
this site should be purchased.

On all hands it is admitted that a
new building is an urgent necessity.
The present one iz a disgrace. It has
been condemned by architects; it is
vold of sanitary arrangements, and
without ventilation. So far as the
school board is concerned its members
are unanimous with regard to Victoria
West. All that remains is to get the
appropriation passed. The sthool
board estimate was $85,000, but it is
not limited to any such sum, for Vie-
toria West, and aleo for additlenal ac-
commodation in the city.

“For Viectoria West,” he stated, “the
school board has advised a sum of
$35,000, but has given no opinion as to
how the money should be spent. Nei-
ther has it outlined any plan as to
what the school should be like. Per-
sonally I should advocate a sepaPgte
by-law for this district.”

Phil. R. Smith here interjected and
proposed that a piece of property en
the Indian reserve should be leased
from the Dominion government at a
nominal rent.

Trustee Jay, in reply, said that the
question of the Indian reserve now lay
between three parties, viz.; The In-
dians, the provincial government and
the city council.

If the school
board asked for $35,000 it would not be
one cent too much.

1893.

WOULD CLEANSE
THE WATER-MAIN

PROPOSED PLAN T0
INCREASE EFFICIENCY

Cost to the City Will Be Small and
Benefit Derived Will Be
Great.

The efficiency of the local water-
werks service will be increazed by ten
per cent. at a conservative estimate
by a plan which Water Commissioner
Raymur has at present in hand. This
is nothing less than the cleansing of
the water main which conveys the wa-
ter from Elk Lake to the city. This
has been in place for the past thirty-
one years, and in all that time has
never been cleancd. Experience has
shown that in less than ten years, a
12-inch main has been reduced in ca-
pacity to less than that of an
eight-inch main through the intrusion
on the waterway of tubercles, sedi-
ment and vegetable growth. It will be
seen how modest is the estimate of the
water commissioner when he states
that the efficiency of the prcsent ser-
vice will be increased ten per cent. by
the process when the pipe has been in
place for over three decades without
a cleaning.

To clean five and a half miles of pipe
is a matter of some Aifficulty, but it
is thought that the plan can be car-
ried out without much trouble by the
use of a device which has been em-
ployed with much success in other Can-
adian cities. Mr. Raymur is at pres-
ent in correspondence with the Halifax
civic engineer to obtain minute reports
of the process recently employed in
that city. The plan pursued in that
city was as feollows:

A section of pipe is cut out to dis-
tances about a mile apart and an open-
ing is left at either end of about suf-
ficient extent to admit a scraper. The
latter is made of a size to fit the main,
and weigh anything from 100 Ibs. go
1,000 ™s. The principal parts of it are
made of steel. The forward end is
provided with eight cutters or scrapers,
so arranged that the whole inside sur-
face is cleaned by its passage through
the pipe. Two pistons of sole ieather
serve to steady and guide the scraper,
which is propelled through the  pipe
by the pressure of the water behind.
The water is turned on and the scraper
starts off. The greatest length of pipe
cleaned at one time in Halifax was 29,-
500 feet. The pipe was 15 inches in di-
ameter. The run of the 29,500 feet was
made in about 100 minutes, and at a
cost of $8.30, or about .03 of a cent a
foot.

In the case of the local pipe the sec-
tions cleaned will be about a mile at a
time. The benefit derived from the
process, both to the pressure and the
quality, is incalculable probably much
higher than Commissioner Raymur
places it at. The total cost of instal-
ling the various stations along the
route will amount to but three or four
hundred dollars. It is doubtful if suf-
ficent pressure for the process can be
obtained until after the new pump is
installed.

THE LABOR PROBLEM.

The time for
receiving notices that evidence would
be given was, therefore, extended to
March 12th. Already there are many
who have mmanifested a readiness to
appear before the committee. The evi-
dence will all be taken down by a
stenographer, and every side of the
question wiil be touched upon.
