trad American Peace Conference prac­
tically concluded its labors to-day, 
when it was announced that the dele­
gates had agreed upon and were ready 
to sign seven treaties. The most im­
portant step towards the preservation 
of peace in Central America consisted 
in the agreement on the treaty estab­
lishing a permanent court. The other 
treaties wiJ^.#^ one of extradition, one 
for the establishment of a Central Am­
erican institute, one for the establish­
ment of an international Central Am­
erican bureau similar to the bureau of 
American republics at Washington, a 
financial convention, a treaty for the 
establishment of better communication 
between the countries and a general 
treaty of peace and amity. The dele­
gates will formally sign these treaties 
on Monday.

Ottawa, Dec. 14.—In his annual re­
port to parliament, P. H. Bryce, chief 
medical officer, sums up the results of 
the medical inspection of immigrants 
inaugurated in 1903 in these words:

“There seems to be but one conclu­
sion to be arrived at which is to the 
effect that whether compared with 
those entering from the United States 
or those crossing from Britain. Canada 
to-day is absolved, not only from the 
accusation that she is the recipient of 
undesirables not admissable elsewhere, 
but further that she is receiving and 
welcoming more largely than ever a 
population whether from Britain or 
the States, who will mingle at once 
with our own people, and adapt them­
selves to our customs, employment and 
laws.

During five years of médical inspec­
tion 11,807 immigrants have been de­
tained, and 2,222 deported. In the Ori­
ental immigration inspection there 
88 new arrivals of Chinese at Victoria 
and Vancouver detained, and of return­
ed Chinese formerly in Canada, 185 
were detained, but only one deported. 
Of Japanese, one in every two was de­
tained and 1 in 54 deported at Victoria, 
while at Vancouver 1 in 3 was detain­
ed and 1 in 10 deported. Of Hindus, 
totalling 2,117, 508, or 1 in 4, were de­
tained, and 119, or 1 in 18 deported.

MORE COMPLAINTS 
ABOUT CREAMERY

Pekin, Dec. 14.—The policy of Jap­
an in Manchuria is threatening to 
bring about an acute crisis in Chinese 
affairs, and as a result of the course 
pursued by the Tokio government, 
there is danger of Russia cancelling 
the Russo-Chinese telegraph conven­
tion, signed last October.

The failure of China to conclude a 
corresponding agreement with Japan 
will have the effect of annulling the 
agreement made by China with Russia, 
and it may result in a Russo-Japanese 
convention, under the terms of which 
China will be excluded from the Man­
churian telegraph traffic In the same 
way that the Russo-Japanese postal 
agreement resulted in the possession 
of the Manchurian postal service by 
these two powers. Japan to-day has 
ten telegraph stations in Manchuria 
In violation of the treaty, and she 
has also committed other acts of 
aggression.

The Tokio government maintains 
that China should concede its original 
demands, embracing the recognition 
of the stations outside the railroads 
here and the independence of the en­
tire system of communication, the 
waiving of telegraph royalties, the 
recognition of the Dalny-Sasebo cable 
rights between Dalny and Creefoo and 
special rights on the Chinese connect­
ing links. This last is a special priv­
ilege.

Japan has not even taken China’s 
arguments, which are based upon 
claims of sovereignty, into considera­
tion, and she has not replied to the 
communications of the Chinese gov­
ernment in the matter.

It is thought that Japan desires to 
bring about the annulment of the Rus­
so-Chinese agreement by refraining 
from entering upon a similar agreement 
with China.

In connection with this dispute it is 
interesting to note that the powers 
have persistently discouraged China 
from expecting any intervention. 
China’s plight in Manchuria is aggra­
vated by the comrhercial distress due 
to the lack of Chinese currency. The 
Pekin government is being urged by 
Japan to relieve the Manchurian finan­
cial situation by means of loans to 
the native banks.

Allen & Co.George Ginnett, one of the original 
Ginnett family of circus fame, has 
died at Brighton, England.

The Ginnetts were the forerunners 
of Barnum and Bailey, and after the 
death of J. F. Ginnett some fifteen 
years ago, his sons George and Fred 
still carried on the business. The fam­
ily’s fortune was founded at the be­
ginning of the last century by Jean 
Ginnett, a Frenchman, who was 
brought to England a prisoner after 
Waterloo. He became a horse breaker 
to the famous Ducrow, the eccentric 
proprietor of Astley’s circus.

Andrew Ducrow, although so illiter­
ate that he seldom adventured upon a 
speaking part, was unrivalled as a 
horseman, and his taste and talent as 
a stage manager made the Westmin­
ster Amphitheatre, as Astley’s was 
then called, a famous house of enter­
tainment; while later he extended his 
scope even to Drury Lane, producing 
pageants there. His contempt for the 
literary drama was great, and he was 
the originator of the famous phrase, 
“Cut the cackle and come to the 
’osses.”

“Hold hard gentlemen,” he would say 
to the actors in the middle of a long 
dialogue, “Here's a deal o’ cackle with­
out any good in it. I’ll show you how 
to cut it. You say: 'Yield thee, Eng­
lishman.’ Then you (indicating the 
other) answer ‘Never.’ Then you say, 
‘Obstinate Englisman, you die!’ Then 
you both fights. There, that settles the 
matter; the audience will understand 
you a deal better, and the poor ’osses 
won’t catch cold while you’re jawing.’’

• If Ducrow could not speak a part he 
could act it. The shepherd in the 
“Noetfes Ambrosianae” says of him: 
“As Ducrow takes his attitude as 
steadfast on the steed as on a stane, 
there ye behold stanin’ before ye wi’ 
helmet, sword and buckler, the image 
of a warrior king.”
