should not be decided at a meeting like 
this. If it were decided to incorporate the 
town the bill should be a permissive ont, to 
come into force only when adopted by a 
vote of the ratepayers at an election held 
for that purpose. Incorporation would ad­
vance the educational interests of the town, 
and render the school system more effective 
by consolidating the three districts into one. 
This would bring about uniformity of taxa 
tion in the town.

A good system of sewerage would be bene 
ficial, but a water supply was not so much 
needed, as every man could get beautiful 
water by boring for it at his own door. He 
would object to a water tax. People would 
however still probably continue to erect 
crooked buildings rather than straight ones 
as such seemed to be favored by the highest 
authorities in the land. He would like to 
hear the workingmen speak. He remember­
ed that when he was a boy and used to 
attend public meetings such as this two or 
three men ga\e their opinion and what they 
said was law. Now things had changed 
and every man had the right to express his 
views and discuss any public question.

Col. McCulley said he had not come to 
speak He did not mean to say he was against 
incorporation but he was surprised at the 
reluctance of some of the promoters of the 
change to come forward and express their 
views. Mr. Snowball’s name was fi.et on 
the list, and he was the proper man to come 
forward and show h*ow incorporation would 
benefit the town. There would be some 
receipts, which now go to the municipality 
jbufc would they not be paid out in salaries?

Senator Snowball was pleased at the large 
gathering to consider so important a question 
He was not one of the promoters of the 
scheme but in common with the other 
merchants of the town he had signed a 
requisition for the meeting. He took a warm 
interest in all that related to the affairs of the 
town and was always pleased to do anything 
that would promote its general g >ob He 
would like to hear the supporters of this 
scheme, —those who have taken au active 
interest in advocating it, express th.ir 
opinions. If it can be shown thsl we will 
from incorporation derive a general good he 
would support. If not he wool l oppose it. 
He was sure the citizens were agrtei on one 
point and that was that our town needed 
something. Year after year large sums are 
collected in taxes and we are unable to 
point to benefits commensurate with the 
expenditure. He felt that had we a town 
council meeting once a week before whom we 
could appear and present our views it would 
be far better than at present. He would 
like to know what would be the inciease in 
revenue? in taxation? If it were made to 
appear that benefits would accrue to the 
town corresponding to the increase in taxa 
tion there would be no reason fur opposing 
the scheme but he would advise caution. 
He was inclined to favor incorporation, but 
he would like to be assured that the admin­
istration of town affairs would be economical 
and that those who serve its interests were 
actuated and governed by lofty and patri t- 
ic motives.

Mr. W. S. Loggie said while his personal 
feelings might be against incorporation, as a 
citizen he wae in favor of it as a step ahead. 
He had seen no place abroad, of the size of 
Chatham, with so shabby a front street, and 
surely incorporation would lead to impiove- 
ments. Another grade, the XI, would be 
added to our schools at the expense of the 
provincial treasury, and those who had 
boys to educate would save at .least $200 by 
keeping them at home a year longer. If we 
had incorporation that unfortunate govern­
ment building, which would make the front 
street askew forever, would not have been 
placed as it is.

Dr. Baxter said the question of expen­
diture was one fer consideration hereafter. 
The town might do as Moncton had, or be 
content with things as they are. New 
Glasgow, about the size of Chatham, had 
asphalt sidewalks and good streets without 
heavy taxation. Our porous soil has pro­
tected us from epidemics in the absence of 
sewers, bat its porosity was an argument 
against depending on our present water 
supply. Every well drains an area of 80 to 
100 feet square, and many of them are with­
in 80 feet of nuisances.

Mr. R. B. Adams favored incorporation. 
He thought sufficient had been said to show 
that it was possible. It was a move in the 
right direction and did not necestrily imply 
an increase in taxation. He called on the 
workingmen not to listen to the bugaboo of 
taxation. All would cheerfully pay in­
creased taxes for necessary improvements. 
The ratepayers would have affairs in their 
own hands and the amount of taxation was 
solely a question for their consideration.

Mr. F. E. Winslow spoke forcibly in 
favor of the change. The poor man would 
pay but a few cents more if the taxes were 
increased, and what would benefit the town 
would benefit the workingmen. Whatever 
tended to advance the interests and welfare 
of the community as a whole would be to 
the advantage of all classes of citizens.

Mr. Wm. Kerr said he was not opposed 
to incorporation, but he would like to hear 
such arguments adduced by those who 
advocated it as would convince him that 
each a measure did not mean a very large 
increase in taxation. His experience was 
that men would not serve their town for 
honor, but that if you expected a man lo 
give his time and attention to any matter 
yon had to pay him.

Mr. Nicholas Cunningham vigorously 
expressed his views against incorporation. 
He came to hear what benefits would he 
derived from the adoption of this scheme 
but so far, none had been stated. He had 
lived in larger places that were much 
dirtier than Chatham.

Town Council boodlérs and rings would 
grab 85000 for oue ward, $10,000 for another, 
and so on, while the poor man, without 
flour in the house, would go to jail for taxes.

Mr. J. L. Stewart called attention to the 
fact that speakers were getting away from 
the qnestion, which was simply one of organ­
izing for self government,to the discussion of 
things for further consideration. He asked 
all who thought the people of Chatham 
capable of conducting the affairs o^the town 
to vote for the resolution.

Mr. Michael Murray said he had the 
honor of belonging to the workingmen and 
he thought they should not be deprived of 
any of the privileges or benefits they now 
enjoy. He felt that if they followed the 
act road by Mr. Murray they would be 
sacrificing many of their privileges.

Mr. D. T. Johnstone thought the resolu­
tion was a little premature.

Mr. Thomas Sullivan at the commence, 
ment of his speech was ejected by officer 
Rankine. The meeting was therefore 
deprived ot his views on the subject.

Mr. Robert Murray made the last speech. 
He was strongly in favor of the movement. 
By such a change the town would derive 
the revenue from wharfage, auctioneers’ 
and other license fees which now go to the 
county. He thought the revenue from 
these sources would more than pay all the 
expenses which follow incorporation. He 
said all that would be wanted was $25 to 
$50 to pay a town clerk and enough to pay 
for the rent of a room to hold meetings in.

The resolution was adopted, aud the 
following were appointed a committee to 
draft the bill.—Robt. Murray, Jr., W. 8.

he would save half pilotage. The latter he 
mentioned m soon as the pilot went on 
board, but being foiled in that he now flies 
to the Commissioners for redress. Those 
men ask for a return to the old system of 
opposition. Do they know why the present 
system exists do-da>! Perhaps I could 
enlighten them. Simply because ship­
masters, in a great many cases, Norwegians 
especially, would not allow us on board their 
vessels out around the Magdalen Islands, 
claiming that they did not require the 
services of a pilot, until they got to Es- 
cuminac. Why, sir, I have even spoken 
British vessels inside the north point of 
Prince Edward Island, that refused my 
services on those grounds. These are facts, 
Mr. Editor, which I am prepared to prove.

But why did not 
the men hand in their complaint when they 
came into port ? Why leave it until their 
departure ! Simply because, they have no 
grounds for complaint, and they knew it. 
Bat now on the eve of their departure, they, 
lacking principle, have affixed their signa 
tare to ж fabrication of falsehoods, merely 
to please a few dissatisfied cranks, that we 
have among ourselves. Why, sir, I verily 
believe that either one of those men would 
sell their signatures to a falsehood, for a 
$4.00 move, just as quickly as Captain 
Ritchie of the “Steinvora” did. For my 
part I am perfectly satisfied that the com­
missioners investigate this matter, and in 
the meantime I would suggest that they get 
a written statement of the weather during 
those days, from Capt. Quaile of the wreck­
ed barque “Gatineau.” And Capt. Andrews 
and Thomson of the barques, “Valons” and 
“Konoraa” wrecked on Riohibucto beach— 
good reliable men. Men who would not sell 
their signatures to a falsehood for a dozen 
$4.00 moves, and with the statement of each 
men as those, and the facts as herein laid 
down, I firmly believe that the commission­
ers will justify us io acting as we did, and 
censure, the aforesaid, McLaughlan and 
Little for their fool hardiness in running, 
down on a lee shore in an easterly gale 
and anchoring in the edge of* the breakers

In our last issue we gave particulars of 
the action of the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries in proceeding against Captain 
Vidaseich of the bark “Fiume E.” for injury 
to the fisheries in discharging ballast oppos­
ite the mouth of the Bartibogue.

The captain was summoned to appear for 
this alleged violation of the fishery law 
before the police magistrate on Saturday 
last. He was present with №e counsel, Hon. 
L. J. Tweedie, an interpreter and witnesses 
at the opening of the court, when he was 
informed by the magistrate that the com­
plainant hail concluded not to proceed, and 
as no one appeared to prosecute he would 
give him a certificate of dismissal. This is 
all right so far as it goes, hut the captain 
has incurred large expense by reason of the 
action of the Department. VVe understand 
that the expenses he incurred about the 
matter in cabling his owners, employing 
counsel, paying an interpreter and obtaining 
the attendance of witnesses were in the 
vicinity of forty or fifty dollars for which suit. 
it is his intention, we brieve, to apply 
to be reimbursed by the department. There 
is a serious error somewhere. It was fully 
explained to Mr. Harding, the agent of the 
Marine Department, by Mr. Snowball on 
behalf of the captain, before proceedings 
were taken that in discharging ballast 
where he did the captain was acting under 
the authority of the Harbor master—and in 
face of that the above proceedings were 
taken. It is to be regretted that such 
hasty and ill advised action should be taken 
by the Marine Department as its tendency is 
not to create any great respect in the 
mind of foreigners for our institutions where 
one branch of the Marine Department can 
take quasi criminal proceedings against a 
person who acts under the written direc­
tions of a person representing another 
branch.

Д THREE PROSPEROUS PLACES : BOIESTOWN,

DOAKTOWN AND BLACKVILLK ON THE CAN­
ADA EASTERN.
The villages of Boieetown, Doaktown and 

Blackville, on the line of the Canada East­
ern Railway, appear to be enjoying a very 
marked degree of prosperity just now. At 
Boiestown there is usually a bustle at this 
time of year. Men are there from all 
directions hiring for the woods. This year, 
however, ther;e is no stir from this business 
as wages are down to $14 and $17 per 
month. The cut this winter on the Miram- 
ichi will not be more than half that of last 
year, and choppers are therefore not so 
much in demand as in other years. Rut in 
Boiestown there is muoh building going on, 
and many other improvements are being 
made. Mr. Wm. Richards is putting up a 
handsome residence below the station on 
the other side of the road. The exterior is 
about complete, and now the Messrs. Win­
ters of Fredericton are at work painting and 
decorating tho interior. Mr. R. C. Mac- 
readie is doing the plumbing and fitting the 
heating apparatus. Mr. McMillan is also 
building a handsome residence just below 
that of Mr. Richards. It is not so far ad­
vanced as Mr. Richards’, but it is being 
pushed along rapidly to completion.

In Doaktown there are about seven new 
buildings now in course of erection. Below 
the station and on the other side of the 
track, Mr. Harvey - Doak is putting up a 
building about 28x34, which will be com­
pleted and occupied in a few weeks. Swim 
& Co. are putting up a large structure 
opp osite their .store to be used as an hotel 
Dr. Weir is building a handsome residence 
below the house he is now occupying, and 
expects to move into it next fall. A short 
distance above the doctor’s lot the frame 
of another building has just been laid and 
work on this is being pushed along rapidly. 
The Methodist church, at the upper end of 
the village is nearing completion, and so on. 
Altogether Doaktown is becoming quite a 
lively place, and its people are remarkably 
well pleased with its progress. The sashes, 
doors, clapboards and all such necessaries 
in building are manufactured in the village 
in the establishments of Joseph Doak and 
Samuel Freeze, which are well fitted out for 
such work.

Blackville is also booming and its people 
are well satisfied with the prospects.— 
Moncton Times.

always on hand. Newcastle Drug Store,A very large number of our citizens re­
sponded to the call of the Town clei k, who 
called a meeting for Friday evening last at 
the Masonic Hall to consider the advis­
ability of incorporating the town. Mr. Con­
nors, the clerk, called the meeting to order 
and upon motion John Shirreff, Esq., high 
sheriff of the Co., was called to the chair. 
Mr. Shirreff explained the object of the 
meeting and spoke of the importance of all 
feeling and interest in the building up and 
improvement of the community in which they 
live: He was in favor of the principle of 
incorporation and believed that it would 
increase the value of property, and conduce 
to the happiness and prosperity of the 
citizens. He wouid like to have the details 
discussed.

Mr. W. C. Winslow, on being called to 
the platform, said he wished to hear some of 
the promoters of the change address the 
meeting, as they had studied the question 
and were, no doubt, prepared to give the in­
formation that was needed. The fire de­
partment was not as efficient as it should be, 
and incorporation would be a benefit if it 
resulted in an improved service. House 
owners had found, on renewing their policies 
that they had had to pay increased rates. 
The Government tax was the excuse given 
foe. this, but the real reason was the in­
efficiency of the fire department, 
lieved the fire department could be better 
administered under incorporation. A town 
of the size and importance of Chatham 
should wake up to the duty of governing 
itself- All who were in favor of self-govern­
ment should be in favor of incorporation, 
and he felt that the business of tho town 
could be carried on more efficiently and 
economically by a council chosen by the 
ratepayers of the town than by the muni­
cipal council at Newcastle.

Mr. R. Murray, Jr. said he would not at 
this time make any extended remarks on the 
subject but he thought it would be advisable 
to read the charter of the town of Grand 
Falls which he considered a good basis for a 
Chatham set of incorporation. He moved 
that a committee of six be appointed to 
draft a bill and submit it to a meeting of the 
ratepayers to be called hereafter. He be­
lieved the subject had not been as carefully 
considered or sufficiently discussed by the 
people as it should be and he felt that at 
another meeting they would be in a better 
position to give a final vote on it. It would 
be noticed that no salaries were allowed to 
mayor or councillors in the act he had read, 
and that the treasurer received only the 
usual commission for collecting.

Mr. R. A. Lawlor was in favor of incor­
poration, but he thought the mercantile 
men should express their opinions as the 
meeting had already heard from the lawyers.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he had come to 
hear the question discussed, not to discuss 
it. He had not given the subject much 
consideration since the meeting вяпе years 
ago. He congratulated the town on the 
large nnmber of its citizms who bad shown 
their interest in the subject by attending 
the meeting. He had always found the 
people of Chatham ahead of those of other 
places in intelligent action on public matters. 
This scheme involving a great change from the 
present state of affairs was a serious matter. 
There were always advocates of change, 
some, he supposed, were even asking for 
change in local politics, put it was not 
always wise to jump at the new. It was 
important that young and growing towns 
should bejineorporated. If Chatham had been 
incorporated years ago we would not have 
crooked streets as at present. But we have 
them and incorporation cannot straighten 
them. \That benefit would we derive? 
Would our police force be better? Would 
our fire department be more efficient? 
Would our system of lighting be improved!

Death of John Sadler, Esq. .
We regret to announce in this issue the 

rather sudden demise of Mr. Sadler. On 
Sunday, loth inst., he waa attacked by - a 
swelling of the limbs which was not at 
the time regarded as serious. It did not 
prevent him from beiog about as usual, but 
on Monday he was unable to leave the house 
and kept gradually growing worse until 
Saturday morning when he died. Deceased 
was troubled for some years with bis heart 
and no doubt his death was accelerated by 
its weak action.

Mr. Sadler had been a resident of the 
town for about 30 years. He entered the 
employ of the late Senator Muirhead 
in 1863, who was at that -time 
conducting the largest lumbering and 
shipping [business on the Miramichi and 
Mr. Sadler by bis great business capacity 
was able with very little assistance to min­
age the whole office work. He was famed 
all over the North Shore as being capable of 
putting through more work in the same time 
than any other business man. His know­
ledge of details was remarkable. He could 
turn to any man's account without the aid of 
the index, keeping in memory the page of 
the ledger upon which the account was. 
He was affable to all those with whom he 
came in contact and was always ready to 
render assistance and give advice to those 
who needed it. His record as a business 
man, of uprightness and integrity was un­
surpassed. He was popular with all classes 
ofthe community and when any difficulty 
arose between friends or disagreeable matters 
were to be smoothed over, he was the one 
that was looked to as more likely than all 
others to succeed in arranging matters.

The words of a shrewd Irish captain when 
a matter of dispute arose between him and 
some others with whom Mr. Sadler was in­
terested have become proverbial. “I don’t 
care whether he’s interested or not I’ll lave 
it to John Sadler and he'll do what is right.” 
Mr. Sadler was widely known over the 
province of New Brunswick. He was a uni­
versal favorite and his hospitality and 
generosity were unbounded and it will be 
long before his friends from all parts of the 
country will become accustomed to the 
absence from among them of a man who 
upon all occasions whether in joy or sorrow 
they were wont to seek.

In 1875, he was married to Agnes, daugh­
ter of the late Senator Muirhead. She died 
in 1882.
