KTTONENER'S COLD BRALF

(Guy H. Scull in London Chromnicle.)

During the time when the British
army ched northward throcugh the
:Free State to Pretoria, Gen. Kitchener
‘docompanied ‘his’ chief. He was
mounted on a tall, big boned white
horse. He rode the way an English-
man rides, seated well back ''in the
saddle, bending slightly forward, with
a shorter stirrup than is used by an
American; and he rode extremely well.
Although mo sign of hand or spur gave
token, you could see at once that the
horse was wunder the absolute com-
mand  of the man. ' His uniform of
khaki, with the officer’s' straps, ‘was
essentially simple and neatly kept. He
wore 'his helmet jamitned ‘low down
over ‘his forehead. From munderneath
the brim of the helmet two sold steel
eyes loomed ahead over. the veldt. The
"eyes looked always straight in front.

Gen. Kitchener seemed to have few
friends—there seemed to be few peo-
ple in the weorld with whom he c¢ared
‘to talk:' In the fhemorable, conquer-
ing month when Lord Roberts march-
ed north to the capital of the Trans-
vaal, Lord Kitchensr seldom ‘spoke to
anyone. Day after day, always for-
ward, over the 'miles 6n miles of bar-
ren country, he rode most of the time
a little in the néar of his chiéf, as it

he looked neither to the right mor to
the left. 'He dlways looked in front.

On one occasion, in "approaching a
drift which, leads across the Vet river,
Kitchener branched off from the line
of advance to investigate a looted wat-
er tank On & tribQtary to the Vet. As
he rode away from the column .of
troops over 4 short pldin io the water
tank his personal orderly followed
‘close behind.

any existed 'to a 'threatening extent,
were made subservient to the will.

The = ‘white horse moved steadily;
ahead. It appeared as if he dared not
swerve an inch from the proper di-
rection, and the general’ sat in his
saddle as if this was only as it should
De, as if any other behavior would be
extraordinary and deserving of severe
punishment. He accepted it all as a
matter of course.

The orderly behind was regarded in
the same light as the horse. Many
army officers through long vyears of
service are accustomed to have a troo-
per accompany them; and naturally
they never pay'any' attention to the
trooper. But no man other than Kit-
‘chener could ride the way he did on
his visita to the tributary to the Vet.
If for no other reason, by the personal
power of the general alone, the‘order-
‘ly was forced to feéllow wherever the
general «chose to lead.' The orderly
knew  this, and Kitchener took it all
for granted. ' He never looked any-
where but straight before him and to-
ward the water tank.

At another time, ‘when Johannesburg
had beem ¢aptured, and the army was
on the:last days of the mapch; the
troops came to one of the usual Cross-
ings of 'a spruit with the: pools of
fairly clear water on either side of
the road. Three or four troopers, a
couple of young cavalry officers and
one of the teamsters were ~watering:
their horses in the pool. The horses’
heads all in line, for /there was an
unwritten law dn such cases which

, saild 'it ~vas ‘wrong to ride your horse

into the pool beyond the line between
the clean and' muddy water. This law
wasg made that there might be clear
water also for those who came after.

‘When Kitchener arrived at the place
the rode fast down the bank, splashed
into the very:centre of the pool, and
drank hiz horse. When the animal
had finished he splashed out of the
other side ~nd contihued on his way,
leaving beiind him ‘the water stirred
thick with mud. -

Apparently he had never heard of
the unwritten law, otherwise he would |
‘have respected it The action was
characteristic.of the man. He wanted
water for.his horse. He came to a
place’ where there was a pool. He
rode 'in, drank his horse,  and rodé&
away. He had a definite aim dn view,
he accomplished’ it, and passed .on to
something else.

Although this incident tells only of
the manner in which he watered his
horse, it may be .taken as a fair ex-
ample 'of his method of undertaking
and achieving almost every task that
it has fallen to him to accomplish
throughout the length of his entir2
life.  The fulfilment of the special
work inhand is the only- objective.
For the time being nothing else is of
the slightest importamce to him than
that -which bears directly on the im-
mediate issue. Bach piece of work is-
done 'thoroughly—must never demand
to be done again—then put aside en-
tirely, and the man is ready 1o begin
a ‘'fresh' undertaking. An' untiring
worker himselfs he insists upon: great
venergy in all méh connected with him.
Silent, wunresponsive, - indifferent to
erttieism, and seeking no companion-
ship,/sure in the knowledge that the
work ‘He has put behind’ him: will hold
strong; certain in’ his power to win
the fights that are’ awaiting'ehead,
Gen. Kitchener ' ploughs on steadily
toward the'end of his mission.” 'The
cold brain considers nothing but the
object to be gained. The eyes look
a.ways straight in fromt.
